G.T.P. CASE APPEALED.

The attention of the Supreme Court
en banc was taken up Wednesday al-
ternoon and this morning wit 1n'-u:‘—
i1 he arguments in the appeal case
r.ilg.‘,trl:uanrf Marsan vs. the G 1‘.1’._
This appeal is from the judgment oi
Mr. Justice Beek, in issuing a war-
rant putting the Grand Trunk Pacific
railway in possession of certain lands
owned by Armand Marsan, in the
Hagman eéstate, near 'Edmonton,
through which the railway company
have surveyed their main line and a
branch line. The appeal is “alsc
against the decision of the chief Jus-
tice given in November last that the
rallway company had complied with
the railway act and tnat they were
entitled to expropriation of the land
The land referred to is the northerly
portions of block 32 and block 17 ‘b
the Hagman estate. The appellant
claims that no proper claim was filed
of the company’s line through _th~
property, and that the judge was with-
out jurisdiction to grant the warrant
issued. E. B. Edwards appeared n
bshalf of Armand Marson, the plain-
uff and appellant, and Geo. B. Hen-
wood appesred for the G.T.P.. Judg-
ment was reservad.

PROTECTION FOR CHILDREN.

VWith the passing in the Legislature of
the Act for the protection of neglected
children, Superintendent R. B. Chad-
wick, of the provincial reformatory, has
entered upon a new field of operations.
He has undertaken the direct supervis
10n of al' neglected and abused children
in the province and is prepared to ex-
ert his authority to enter homes and re-
move neglected children  or children
eviminally inclined and place them 3n
foster homes. Mr. Chadwick has al-
ready placed over one hundred children
in foster homes on farms and other
places and at present has several juven-
ile delingquents under his supérvision
throughout the Province.

The Children’s Aid Socielies whach are
being organized in the Province are also
receiving assistance from Mr. Chadwick.
These may relieve the superintendent »f
the burden of securing fostér homes for
those neglected children in the centres
where the population is more than 10,000.
As for Edmenton, some arrangement will
probably be -made for Mr. Chadwick to
turn children in the cily who haye come
uunder his netice to the creche, or chil-
dren’s home which has been established
on Mc¢Dougall avenue.

HARDWARE BUSINESS TRANSFER

The information was given out this
morning of a large merchantile trans-
action was conecluded Wednes y
whereby the Chown Hardware
Company takes over the entire busi-
ness and stoek fixtures of the hard-
ware firm of Lundy & MeLeod.

Negotiations have been passing be-
tween the two firms for six weeks or
more, and it was largely through
Mesasrs. Magrath, Hart & iCo. that the
deal was consummated. The amount
of money invelved in the transfer
iz said to be about $35,000.

Favor Day Schools.

(4) And that in regard to the par-
ficufar points econtained in your com-
munication. (a) ‘‘the Protestant resi-
dential sechool on the Blackfoot re-
gerve,” in view of all the facts before
the Advisory Board, from the repre-
sentatives of $he government and the
officials of the, school regarding toe
unsanitary condition of the school; it
would defeat the main objeet if they
urged the necesgity of its retention at
this time.

(b) "That residential scnools will
meej the requirements of the provinee
better than any kind of day schools.”’
[he board felt that they were not pre-
pared to commit themsleves +to a
statément that they would practically
nullify the action they are taking in
support of the now scheme and ex-
slude the improved day schools from
the whole province of Alberta,

WATER PIPES FREEZING.

The first case in. several years of
a city water main freezing up was re-
poried several days dgo when the
main on Cameron street, Fraser Flats,
was put out oi business by the cold.
The workmen are still engaged in try-
ing to thaw out the ice, but have not
vet succeeded. This pipe is about
five and <one-half feet below the sur-
faca level.

During the winter since Nov. Ist,
132 service pipes have been reported
to the department and thawed out by
means of eleetricity. The employees
at the water works department report
that more pipes have irozen since the
mild weather came in than during the
cold spellg earlier in the year. This
is accounted for by the fact than when
the weather becomes warmer the
householders generally take less pains
to protect their water pipes.

COURT AT VEGREVILLE.

HEALTH OFFICERS REPORT.

A gratifying feature in connection
with the report of the Medical Health
Officer, Dr. Whitelaw, is the statement
that the city continues remarkably free
from contagious disease, Of thes eleven
cases of typhoid fever during the month
only one was contracted within the city.

Infectious Disease.

The city continues to bas remarkably
free from infectious disease. Of eleven
vases of typhoid fever reported at the
hospitals, ten have acquired the disease
cutside the city limits. The exception
was an inmate of a tent near the river
bridge and contracted the disease from
using the river water at this point,
which is below the point of entry of the
Saskatchewan avenue sewer. It is alte-
gether likely a large percemtage of the
cases coming from Clover Bar are due
to the same inexcusable carelessness in
using the riyver water contaminated by
the city sewage. Mumps have been some-
what prevalent and there are manj
cases not reported.

The Incinerator.

During the month 1108 tons have been
consumed, of which 1057 were manure,
or an average of 46 tons per day. In ad-
dition 11 horses and cows, 34 degs and 4
calves were disposed of. Receipts were
$27.20. The cost averages about 4lc per
ton for all material destroyed.

Health and Relief—Applications for
relief have greatly decreased during the
month. The amount expended for fuel,
food and board is approximatély $80.00.

Vaceination—Nineteen pupils of the
schools have been vaccinated.

Fire Brigade—Three candidates have
been. examired for the fire brigade and
passed.
