Notes and Comments,

In one sense, ““Clean-Up” day was
almost too great a success, citizens
with backyards cleared them, and
heaped the refuse on the public streets,
where it was accumulated in such
quantities that the sanitary carts with
tLe little carting help volunteered
found the task too great, and as a
consequence there are many com-
plaints rife of the heaps of rubbish
left on the streets. The shortage in
voluntary carting was largely due to
the resentment felt by volunteers
that persons who could pay for the
cartage took advantage of the move-
ment when it was started to get the
refuse cleared away on the cheap. It's
a pity, but so it is.

The New York Fishing Gazette has
the following in its latest issue to
hand: —

“Commenting on our tariff article
last week, a prominent exporter said
he didn't anticipate any upsetting of
existing export conditions on account
of the putting of Nova Scotia fish on
the free list, by reason of the differ-
ence in cost, as an economical item.
But, he said, the free list would likely
induce Nova Scotia shippers to under-
take to connect up with interior
houses in the States, and so deflect
business from the éxisting channels.
This will be a source of disturbance
tfor a while, until conditions become
settled. And more merchants seen
this week gave it as their opinion
that that is the® only effect the new
tariff will have—keep the trade un-
settled until the new law goes into
effect. For this reason all are wish-
ing and hoping to see the new law en-
acted as speedily as possible, and will
heartily applaud all those Congress-
men who labor to this end.”

Dr. Grenfell, in the letter we pub-
lish to-day, declares the most of the
men he meets are longing for Con-
federation, and this meets with his
approval. On the other hand most:of
the men we meet are not longing for
Confederation. They dislike, intense-
ly, the idea of, becoming a part of
the same government as the Domin-
ion, and look upon it as the dreadful
result which will likely follow the
piling up of the Public Debt on the
scale which has been going on the
last four years, but only as a last re-
sort after every other expedient has
been exhausted.

Y The New York Fishing Gazette has
the following in its last issue:— ’

“A new method of handling. and
marketing fish is about to be tried by

the Gorton-Pew Fisheries Co. says
the “Wall Street Journal.” The str.
Alcona will be equipped with a large
cold storage and freezing plant. It
will cruise among the ports on the
west and south coasts of Newfound-
land, where it will secure fish. These
are to be frozen on the vessel and
shippd from North Sydney. The New-
foundland Government will permit all
coal for operating the cold storage
to be admitted free of duty while
the steamer is in Newfoundland wat-
ers. The Alcona is 1,200 tons gross,
with 350 horse power. It will have
two 30-ton absorption refrigerating
machines, with a daily freezing.capa-
city of 40,000 pounds of fish. Over
75,000 pounds of fish- can be spread
over the freezing soils at one time.
Calcium brine will be supplied to
30,000 lineal feet of 114-inch pipe.”

Why was not this deal laid before
the Legislature?

“Too Late to Spare.”

“Too late to spare when all is spent”
is an old saw, but the Department of
the Board of Works seems to disagree
with it. The Premier and Government
after a 4 years’ carnival of squander-
ing have pretty well cleaned out the
public chest, and possibly this is what
constrained Minister Woodford to re-
fuse to have the bridge in Kean’s Val-
ley repaired recently, though Mr.
Kean offered to do it for $6. The Min-
ister’s ideas of “economy” are now to
be recognized. The bridge being out
of repair could not withstand the
spring freshets and so was swept
completely away. It will take some-
thing more than $6 to replace it, and
replaced it must be quickly.

Relcased From Prison

AT ORDER OF GOVERNOR.

This morning His Excellency Gov-
ernor Davidson exercised his prero-
gative and released from H. M. Peni-
tentiary Richard Joseph, a Syrian,
who, it will be remembered, figured
as an accomplice in the sensational
shooting affray in the West End at the
house of Annie George, on January
17th, 1908, when Dominic Richards
shot and wounded Basil Noah, a fel-
low countryman. Joseph was sen-
tenced to seven years imprisonment.
In view of commutation the term
would not expire until August next
but the prisoner was given his free-
dom to-day, as already stated, at the
order of His Excellency the Governor.

Took Rat Poison.

Mr. J. Brien, of Petty Harbor, to
whose unfortunate case the Telegram
exclusively referred yesterday, be-
came suddenly insane Tuesday night
at his home, and took a dose of rat
poison in a glass. As a matter of fact
he took an overdose, and this saved
his life, for he vomited copiously and
became very ill.

Dr. Roberts did all possible for
him and he was taken to the Asylum
yesterday afternoon.

Occurred Near Badger
