| THE KING AND THE TURF.

The flat racing season that has just
ended has proved a very disappoint-
isg one for the King, whose winnings
in stake money have been niodest in
the extrema, Je started the season
very hopefigily: - He -had one or two
young horsed«at Egerton House, New-
market, under the eare ,of Richard
Marsh, which was expected to carry
the Royal colars more successfully
than they have been carried in the
past years. Unf@rtunately, like many
another owner, the King has had a
deficit. This has led to the reyival
of reports that he wdill continus no’
longer his active connection. with the
Turf, and that next year he will hand
over the control of the Royal stud to
the Prince of Wales. Tuere is, how-
ever, no authority for such a.state-
ment, and according $o present ar-
rangements naxt year wilk ‘see the
King tryving his luck on the flat once
more with, it is to be hoped, consid-
erably more luck.

MESOPOTAMIAN PAPERS.
| The return to England of the editor
of one of those curious semi-official
newspapers published in Mesopotamia
during the war reminds one of the
many remarkabie little publications of

the kind that sprang up, ususally after .

a good deal of staff work, in places
as far apart as East Africa, Salonika,
and ‘Palestine. ‘On the -occupation of
Basrah in 1914 a rcaptain in an Indian
regiment had the enterprise to start
2 daily paper, giving his isolated pub-
lic the then atfternunated = telegrams
from the European fronts. The exig-
encies of the period necessitated a
pontinuous change of editors, but in
pite of that a steady sale was found
mong the troops and the educated
ocal merchants competea with one
pother for advertising space, * thus
placing the paper oa a sound financial
ooting. The success of the “Basrah
Mimes” led §o its being subsidifed by
he British political authorities, and
oon after the occupation of Bagdad
nother paper was slarted there un-
er the guidance of the civil adminie-
ration. - The exigencies of Govern-
pent printing * worked -against the
chnical improvement or enhrge-

ment of these papers. Both had
Argbic editions under separate edi-
torial control, which were disposed
of to local enthusiasts soon after the
cessation of hostililites. “With the de-
velopment of Basrah, which seems in-
evitable, the “Badrah Times” should
flourish and expand, especially if. it is
released. from Government
of ‘these publications can be seen at
the Imperial War Museum.

THINNING OUT THE ARTILLERY.

The reduction of the tenure of com-
mand from five to four years is Having
& marked effect on the Royal Artillery.
This was an expedient to cope with
the surplus of senior Regular officers
whose numbers increased im exact
ratio to the number -of other ranks
demobolized. Not long since, it was
a common occurrence to find five or
six majors attached to a-sipgle bat-
tery. There were, roughly over two
hundred for whom no employment
could be found, and the present high
rate of pay- compared withi the low
rate of pension was an inducement
to':remain on* in preference to send-
ing in their papers.' A large number
of this rank, howover, have now been
absorbed as  Territorinl adjutants,
ordinarily, a subaltern’s appointment,
carrying with it the temporary rank
of Major. Compulsory retirement. of
lieutenants at the age of 35 materially
asgisted the thinning- out process at
the other end.” By July or August
next, it is said, there will not be serv-
ing.in the mobile artillery a single
officer who hel} the rank of major
prior to the war.

UNEMPLOYED SEIZE

The seizure of public buildings by
London’s unemployed is being repeat-
ed with disturbing frequency. Out-of-
works from Islington led the way by
taking possession of the local library
in which they immediately entrenched
themselves. That occurred a fort-
night ago, and to-day they still occupy
the hall, practically wunchallenged.

“ECLIPSE FIRST: THE REST NO-
: WHERE.”

The series of remains of #famous
British racehorses preserved in the
Natural History Museum at South
Kensington, London, has, ‘I hear, re
ceived a very wvaluable addition in
the skeleton of the famous thorough-
bred Eclipse, which has been placed
in the Museum on psrmanent loan-by
the Royal Collepe of Veterinary
Surgéons. . Eclipse is perhaps the
most celebrated horse in the apnals
of the British Turf. Bred by the
Duke of Cumberland in 1764 (the year
of the great eclipse of the sun, and
hence the name), the great horse diel
in 1789, in his 26th year. A chestnut
w1th a white blaze on the face, and
one white foot, he  was never beaten.
and during his twd years’ turf career
was the winner of eighteen races.
Eclipse was sired by Marske, a great-
grandson of the Darley Arabian, and
his triumphs gava rise to the long-
famous phrase, “It was a case of
Eclipse first; rest nowhere.”

REYOLVERS LOCEED AWAY.

Gunsmiths in London have received
a police warning that they should
keep all revolvers and ammunition in
a safe place, as there are rumors thatﬂ
Sinn ‘Feiners may try to bring off a
coup. A gunsmith’s in the Strand
which has exhibited in its windows,
for- more years than-I can remember,
‘a varfety of revolvers of every -pat-
tern, has now withdrawn them all
Their place has beea taken by some
ugly daggers and a few life-preservers
of thoroughly efficient appearance.

A KING’S APPEAL-TO THE LABOR

» PARTY.'

Clad in gorgeons raiment, 'Chief
Oluaaa of Lagos and his suite visited
the Labor Party at the House of Com-
mons to invoke their aid on the sub-
ject of the franchise in British West
Africa. It was a picturesque deputa-
tion, and its stately progress through
the corridors attracted the attention
of visitors and members. The officials
of the party, who do not often receive
regalk guests, did the hnnors in state-
ly fashion, and greutly impressed the
visitors, who showed no reluctance to
exhibit for inspection their *multi-
colored State umbrella, which, large
enough to shelter the whole deputa-
tion, was carried by a ' finely “built
West/ African, who, but for his color,
might have passed for Sir Eric
Geddes. The visitors were invited to
rémain to hear the Irish debate. Per-
haps they had never heard of Ireland.
At any rate, they excused themselves,
and took their departure with the im-
pressive stateliness dppropriate to a
royal procession.

A KERUGER MYSTERY.

In South African official circles
here much interedt is being taken im
the search for the four emblematfical
groups of. sculpture which were de-
signed to embellisn the state of Presi-
dent Kruger at Pretoria, and were
lost in the later stages of the Boer

war. - The sculptured emblems were

" >the Crew.
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commissioned in Holland, and landed
at the seaport of Lourenzo Marques
for delivery at Pretoria. There is a
strong disposition in official quarters
to believe that- the .work never got
beyond the seaport. What ‘became of
the sculpiured groups s now a mys-
tery. The story which is believed by
the Boers in the Transval, epparently,
to the effect that the late Lord Kitch-
ener allowed the statuary.to be de-
spatched to London, sand ®hat the
groups were presenfed to various
parties, one of the recipients being
lord Roseberry, is, I am told, entirely
a fabrication. No steps will be left
unemployed, however, by the. au-
thorities in this codntry which may
lead to the discovery-of the present
locality of the emblematic ‘' groups;
still wanted in the Transval for a
memorial of President Kruger.
