St. Peter’s Cathedral was crowded 
Sunday night when Bishop McEvay 
gave the second of his series of ser­
mons on “Matrimony.”

After a brief review of his first ser­
mon, he entered upon an explanation 
of the care and solicitude of the 
church in guarding the sacred con­
tract. For the sanctity of the home 
and the welfare of society he said the 
church has enacted certain laws which 
must be obeyed, and the violation of 
these constitute what are known as 
Impediments.

There are two Hinds of impediments 1 
one which renders a marriage null 
and void, and the second which ren­
ders it illicit.

The question of marriage by error, 
which was common many years ago, ; 
but which very rarely occurs now, 
was dwelt upon.

No person, his lordship said, must 
be compelled to marry or the mar­
riage could be declared null under the 
first impediment.

No person could be compelled to 
marry a slave, as in so doing he would 
become the property of the slave­
owner.

The church had done everything 
possible to abolish slavery, and rec­
ognized fully the rights of slaves to 
marry.

Marriage with too near relatives 
was undesirable, although dispensa­
tions might be granted in certain 
cases.

In case a man's first wife died the 
church did not think it advisable for 
him to marry again Into the same 
family. A marriage with an unbap- 
tlzed person would not be recognized 
and a marriage of a Catholic with a 
person of any other denomination,

The doctor, who was 29 years of 
age, was born on a farm near Lind­
say, and went to St. Thomas from 
Tillsonburg, being employed in the 
drygoods store of North way & An­
derson, now the Anderson Company, 
Limited, St. Thomas, for several 
years. W’hlle there he took an active 
Interest in military matters, and dur­
ing the years 1898 and 1899 was cap­
tain of A Company, Twenty-fifth 
Regiment.

Leaving that city early in the nine­
ties, he went to Toronto, and com­
menced the study of medicine in Trin­
ity College. At the breaking out of 
the South African war he was one 
of the young Canadians who first 
responded to the call to arms.
