A HEAVY QUAKE

Georgetown University .Reports One

1,500 Miles Distant.
Washington, July 7—A severe earth-
quake shock, continuing from 12:01 to
12:03 this morning, was recorded by
the Georgetown University Observa-
tory. The preliminary tremors began
at 11:58 o'clock, and were followed
three minutes -later by the heaviest
shock. The tremors died away 12:14.

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MUST PROVE TITLES

Paris, July 6.—The French Repube
lic grants no titles, but it would be =
mistake to imagine that she recognizes
none. The foreign office, in fact, has
recently taken action which has the
effect of giving.a repubiican confirm-
ation to titles, by informing all its
diplomatic” servants bearing -titles that
they must furnish authentic preof of
their right To them, or elseé the titles
will no longer figure in the official Jist.

Forty-seven members of the French
diplomatic service -are now, in conse-
quence of this decree, bewailing the
loss of viscount, count, marqnis or tine
prefix “de” from their names, and are
reduced to the democratic level of
figuring as plain monsieur.

The forty-seven have not taken
their demotion without protesting
They have urged that, although they
were unable to produce historic re-
cords of their right to their titles,
that was no prcof that such recordsy
did not exist or had not existed.
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
