The lowering of the levels of the
Great Lakes, through the illegal steal-
ing of water by the city of Chicago,
has reached a or'tical stage. It is not
possible, however; on numanitarian
grounds, to compel an immediate
cessation of the water diversion to
the Mississippi waich is responsible
for all the trouble. Is - there any
other way out of the difficulty?
According to* Mr. C. Lorne Campbell,
a Toronto railway construction
qngineer, taere is. His schemé is
60 vast as to appear almost fartastic
fon first acquaintance; bu so manv
big and scemingly impossidle © 1irgs
are undertaken and brought to
successful completion in these days
that it is not wise to judge hastily.
If the plan really would accomplish
all that is claimed for it by its
author, #t is certainly worth serious
investigation.

What Mr. Campbell proposes to do,
put briefly is to create a sixth great
lake by the damming of the Albany
and Ogoki rivers, drain this new lake,
(which would be two and a half
times as large as Lake Ontario), b
means of a canal to Lake Nipigon,
psinto Lake Superior and so supply a
large additional flow of water to the
Great Lakes system—almost twice as
much as that diverted from Lake
Michigan by the city of Chicago.

The land to be flooded for the new
lake consists for the most part of
forest, rock and muskeg. The timber |
to be cut down could be profitably
disposed of by floating down to mills/|
built to deal with it. The scheme,
