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The French Wedge.

While the people of Canada are willing
to permit the continuance of a French
wedge in the province of Quebec, they
decidedly object to little French wedges
being inserted all over the territory of
Canada. The rebellion in the Northwest
is an attempt to force in a French halfbreed
wedge in the upper Srskatchewan, where
French laws, manners and langusge will
have a centre from which to spread all over
that new country. The only way this
latest attempt to establish French dominion
again on the North American continent, is
by ingerting a French wedge wherever it
oan be placed. But English speaking
people are bound to oppose it and to insist
on English laws, English customs, and the
English language in all parts of Canada
outgide of the province of Quebec. At
present the French wedge of Quebec blocks
our whole political activity; but the day
is coming when there will be ome stretch
of Lnglish speaking provinces from the
Ottaws through to the Pacific ocean. It
fa our interest, then, to hasten the organi-
sation of these English speaking provinces
in the Northwest; their weight and influ.
ence along with ours will soon be such that
the French wedge in Quebec will have
little effect on the welfare of this great
dominien. ,

A cable correspondent represents the
csar as being convinced that improvised
cruisers of the Alabama type and the vig:

in fact nothing on the ocean that can either
eatch them or get away from them,

will be of some interest to most of your
numerous readera, e

We;.the Midland" battalioh, lefé-Rivg-,
ston two weekd ago $6-morrow.  ‘That'
evening we changed cars at Renfrew and
started on our long journey over Canada’s
great national highway—the C. P. R,
Most of our men oocupied ‘‘emigraunt
sleepers,” capital ocars and admirably
adapted for the purpose. The next morn-
ing at daylight we reached North Bay on
Lake Nipissing, For some distance west
of North Bay the country is- level, but
lpﬂmﬂy worthless, Then it .gets very
rough and is all burnt oyer., Duriug
the morning. we passed the burnt
country and the rest. of the day
our course. lay through a wild, worthless,
but quite picturesque, country. At first
there wae a little pine timber here and
there, but before night we seemed to pass
the pine limit.

About north of the Saunlt Ste. Marie we
Btruck quite a village, a  railroad construc-
tion town, composed almoet wholly of
shanties, - It is called Biscotasing, and is a
very quajnt looking place, The next
morning we reached the first'break., The
snow up there and for a long distance west
was about three feet deep. We took
sleighs and drove all that day and the fol-
lowing night, only stopping long-enough for
supper. - The night was bitterly cold, and
& good many of the men had to ride-on top
of loads.. The men suffered a good deal.
Had we stopped over night where we got
supper we could have got off as we did the
following day.

About 10.30 we started in open cars, The
day was fine but cold. That evening we
struck Lake Superior at Heron bay.

Onr course through the day, as the
previous two, lay through & wild, worth-
less but quite picturesque country, At
Heron bay part of us bivouacked in the
hold of a vessel frozen in the ice, the
entrance being through a door for timber
loading in. the stern, The next day all
tr over, twenty miles across the ice
thr a blinding storm of sleety snow,
and then rode thirteen miles in oyen cars,

Our fare at Heron bay was abominable—
bread, tea, vile pork, blackstrap and half
melted lard for butter, This was served
in a den filthier than ordinary pigz stye.
Some of the men did not take any break-
fast. The long tramp was pretty severe
on the men. We got a little beef tea
before taking the care. That night we
reached Jackfish bay, where we overtook
some of the Quebec battalion. We laid
over the following day, which was cold and
stormy,

The Body Guard arrived at dark that
night and had much trouble getting shelter
for themselves and horses. The officers
looked as if they had had enough of sol-
diering and would sell their commissions
cheap; but we did not make an offer,
preferring footing it to riding during such
weather,

The next day we drove 25 or 30 miles
over the ice behind broken down horses
and mules and then took open cars. That
pight at dark we reached Nepigon bay,
which we marched- across, some ten miles.
The railroad from Heron bay to Nepigon
skirts the lake, One must travel over it
to realize. what an undertaking building
the Canadian Pacifi¢ railway is and appre-
ciate the energy that has been put into it.
There area greaf many trestles on it and
some tunnels, but there are more trestles
on the stretch after the first break. There
are 8o many that it reminds one of the ele
vated raflroads, This stretch .is very
incomplete. The other stretches between
the breaks are in pretty fair condition and
the rest of the road seems to be in first
claes condition.

We came through Nepigon without
stopping any time. As we neared Nepi-
gon the enow was uot so deep. At Port
Arthur there was very little and the dust
was flying in Winnipeg. There is none
between here and there save where it
drifted deep. For some distance west of
Winnipeg the country is very level and a
gaod deal of it under water. As we get
west it changed to rolling prairie and got
drier, Here the ground is as dry as powder.
We aré in the rainless region. One night
it snowed about an inch——the most there
has been since the middle of February, so
they say.

We arrived here last Wednesday. Some
days have been quite summer like, but
most of the time pretty cold. It is quite
cold’ at night. On the way acress the
prairies we eaw lots of ducks and geese and

minister at London a few years back, but
we have not seen his name much in the
papers lately.

The
consequence will be, we suppose, that on
neither side of the border. will it be pos-
sible to get canned goods less than seven
years old. But if any enterprising dealer
can guarantee the public that his canned
goods are never more than two years old,
he may count on doing a rushing business,

In some places the prairie was on fire in
every direction—long lines extending for
miles, Itlooked very fine at night. Ii
other places the prairie is covered wit
flowers of a coarse description. The place
is composed of a railroad house, depot,
storehouse, two or three pretty good
houges and some temporary and non-
descript. buildings, several being stores.
There is no settlers around here, nor for a
long distance east. Some of the prairie
country, especially that about Brandon,
looks like splendid soil, but most of it is
evidently worthless, save for grazing,

I did not notice a tree or bush for the
lagt 200 miles or more of our journey, but
there evidently is some somewhere,

Perhaps the most striking and suggestive
thing about this country are the marks of
the buffalo, The earth’s surface is literally
corrugated with their paths or trails, and
though all tending north and south, yet
they cross obliquely in every direction,
The banks of a stream near by ighliterally
strewn with their skulls and bones. What
countless thousands must have roamed
these vast plains ! What a pity they have
been exterminated !

This place is situated on a plain several
miles across, and surrounded by rising and
quite high ground.. The plain makes a
splendid camping and parade ground.

The Queen’s Own arrived Saturday be-
fore we did and left the following Monday.
They are some forty miles off at the croes-
ing of the Saskatchewan, = Part of our men
have gone to join them and we expect to
follow every day and then all start for
Battleford. I understand the first men
who came up, including the Queen’s Own,
suffered very much along the north shore
of Lake Superior. Two or three men ac-
customed to camp life with tents, hay,
boards, etc., a few simple and inexpensive
artioles of diet stationed at three or four
points along Lake Superior would. have
saved the men who have come up here
much hardship and suffering and ensured
them plenty of good wholesome food. The.
raiiroad authorities certainly should have
seen to this. I would have no doubt also
saved the government money. One cause
of a good deal of hardship and suffering
was the want of suitable foot gear,

Our men stood the trip well and kept up
their spirite remarkably, They are on the
whole a firie body of men but very deficient
in drill and comparatively few have had
any rifle practice to speak of. However
we have some really good shots,

The canned
meat is far more expensive than much
better food, such as I have mentioned and
indicated; of course it is more convenient,
but men suon get tired of it.

Our life here so far is infinitely prefera-
ble to that we had” in Kingston barracks,
but ‘as a rule the men ssem to have had
enough soldiering. * If we only had plenty
of wood we would be much more comfort-
able, Buta soldier’s life is not what it is
cracked up to be under the best of circum-
stances.

Bradstreets’ Summary of the Trade Out-
look—Fallures tor Last Week.
Moxpay, April 27.

New' - York, April 26.—The warm
weather for the past few days has encour-
aged retailers at the east to make renewed
purchases, This they have beem doing'to
a moderate extent, the buying being on
small orders, At the west, farmers gener-
ally being busy with spring work, conntry
dealers have had less incentive to go into
the market. Telegram’s to Bradstreet’s
preeent this view of the situation,althongh,
as is also noted, there has been a better
feeling in trade circles, based on the
improvement of the weather, and, it
must be confessed, on a widespiead
notion that a war abroad is inevitable and
that it' will stimulate business im_the
United States. There is no better outlook
in industrial lines, The Amalgamated
association of iron and steel workers are
preparing to oppose the intended reduction
of 25 per cent. in wages on June 1. The
secession of several lodges, owing to minor
revolutions in industrial processes and a
resulting division of interests among metal’
workers, may break the aggregate strength
of the association, but will not weaken
the front of organized labor, as new
bodies (the United Nailers and others)
have made their appearance. Wril:
the Philadelphia carpet weavers’ strike has
ended ina compromise; the employers have
succeeded in barring out the influence of
the Knights of Labor from the mills, a sig-
nificant fact, With the return to work of
the carpet weavers comea the announce-
ment of a demand for an advance in wages
o' 10: per to: by the Georges creek (Md.)
coal mivers. Tunenumber o1 smalier strikes
in leading industrial lines con inues o
form a large aggregate, The We tern
Penneylvania railroac miners have given
in, returning to work at 2jc. per bushel.
The volume of merchandise moving,
as ~ per ocurrent reports, continucs
about as last week. Leading freight-
\line officials announce that the total weight
of freight moved since January 1, both
eait and wesr, ir not as heavy as in a like
portion of 1884. Our special advices from
the northwest state that had the war news
come a, fortnight earlier the'spring wheat
acredge would have exceaded that of 1884
Under the circumstances it is notably
larger than it would have been had
there been no prospect of war abroad.
The present outlook is for & slightly
decressed  area. A  special from
California reports some damage to
the wheat crop. In the central western
and western states, where the winter-
wheat crop is reported so heavily short,
the continued warm weather has shown
vitality in the plant in fields where the loss
had been supposed to be almost total. It
is possible, therefore, that the damage to
winter whesat, great as it is, may be over-
stated. The speculative market for bread-
stuffs has been stronger and prices higher.
Wheat closed (No. 2 red) at 100jc. last
night, against 964c. a week ago, Kxports
have been checked by the demand.
Indian corn has been in better export
demand and has been quite strong,
closing at 558c agaimst 52%c. & week
ago, Hog products . have been dull
and neglected. Mess pork is $13, against
$13, and refined lard 7.45¢c., as compared
with 7.45¢., last week Friday night. Re-
ceipts of hogs west have been heavy but of
light weight. Petroleum continues in the
old rut, Professionals possess the market
and zcalping is their only recreation. Kx-
ports are light; The war news depressed
cotton, options touching their lowest point
on Friday. Middling uplands closed at
103c. last night, against 1lo. a week ago.
Spring weather has - stimulated buying by
eastern retail dry goods merchants, which
causes jobbers toreport a somewhat better
business, Commission hounses have not felt
the gain, Takings are said to be for
immediate wants only. The demand for
prints south and west is most conspicuous.
Dealers in wool, anticipating the effect of
the new clip are inclined to dispose of their
etocks freely. Prices are therefore rather
in buyers’ favor, Sales have been free to
manufacturers There has been little of
interest to report. The distribution of
coffee and tea has been disappointing, and
prices are lower. Sugar is firm under the

influence of the export demaad. Dairy
products are dull.,

with 196 in the preceding week, and with
164, 186 and 105 respectively in the cor-
responding weeks ot 1884, 1883 and 1882,
About 85 per cent. were those of small
traders whose capital was less than $5000.
