THE RIGHT KIND OF IMMIGRANTS.

A Bcheme for Bﬂn—gl_-l British Agrical-
turists into Our Midst,

Orrawa, Aug. 20,—Prof, Tanner, of
Londoa, government examiner of agricul’
tural classes in England, is in the city on
business with the department of agricul~
ture, and also on his way to the Northwest,
He bas the following soheme on foot,

.and his project is apparently encour-

aged by the Dominion Government:
In Great Britain the imperial
government gives & regular course of
instroction to about 9000 agricultural
young men and women annually. Of these
about 6000 go before a board of examiners,
of which the professor is; & member. A
large proportion of these are sons and
daughters of farmers. With the losses the
farmers have been making for the past few
years it is quite impossible for them to
settle their children on lands on their own
account, and the professor’s visit to Canada
on this ocoasion is to endeavor to increase
the facilities for passing these people to
some of the older provinces as well as to
the Northwest. In addition to the class of
young people above alluded to, there are
many others who have a small amount of
capital, but for whom, to make {heh' course
sucoessful, necessary means will require to
be adopted whereby they can settle in
small villages instead of being isolated.
The necessity for such an associated system
of residence 'is for the
benefit,and they claim it is absolutely neces-
sary for the protection of small capitalists
:ind the maintenance of friendly associa—
ons,
