Mr. Darling. on rising to respond, was
greeted most enthusiastically, He expressed
his highest gratification at the demonstration,
which be considered unique- and unparal.eled
in the commercial hisiory of Toronto, While
not admitting all the kind things that had
been said of him, he would say that be bhad
given  his  untiring  efforts  towards
increasing  the - growth and - influence
of the Board. During all-his counection he
hiad been always assisted by efficient * officers,
ahd in n great. senss by Seoretary Wills, to

always be sufely entruvted. - Most gratifying
tor him was - the umity -aud  cordirlity
of the grand demonstration in his honor:
He -~was foreibly- struck  with the
truth of what a Canadian merchant’s lite
was. It was a life full of increasing labor,
and with few triumphs. There was no heredi-
tary vanta%e round, and each man had to
rise or-fall by his own efforts. The men who
achieved success were few, and it was com-
mon fir a man to work hard, do all
he could for his famijly, and then end
about where he started. If a merchant
ir not a highly moral man he is at least
called upon to exescise the part ofa Christian,
for are not credit and faith synonymous terms?
Kaith was the bulwark ‘of the commercial
world, and the ierchant bad to exercise
all the virtnes including patience, - faith,
hope and charity, and even on some
occasions  renewed  hope.
Houor and rectitude were the traditioral
characteristics of the British merchant. “The
f.r reputation of our city,” said Mr, Dar
iing, ‘‘ias lately been sullied by the disgrace-
ful failures of one or two foreigners, but they
are not of us. These failures are born of that
commercial faith Javishly bestowed and
most uungratefully recdived.” . [Afiplause. ]
He concluded by thanking the distinguished
guestd for the honor of their presence” and by
as-uring the meubers of the Board of Trade
that all his hopes for that institation’s welfare
had been more than fulfilled. ‘He would con-
tinue to work for the prosperity of the board
to the utmost of hisability.

Mr. Darling’s speech was a most polished
effort, and he expressed his thonghts in the
choicest language. He made a deep impres-
sion.

sensational  speech. of the ev ning. His re-
marks were in response to the toast .of
“Tuternational Relations.” He was applanded
to the echo when he sat down. Mr, Winfhn
said in effect :

Well was it said by Peter Mitchell, when
Minister.of Marine in 1870, that, ‘*As a national
rssession. (e fisheries of the Dominion are
iuest mable, and as a fiaid of industry and en-
terprise thes ave inexhaustible.”  The'question
whether Canada has a vight to this vast wea'th
is_cne of "great importance; and whether her
advantageous location, the possession of Inlets
and bays, as the ground in whbich bait alove
can be'had; acd stiil further, the rig'd appli:

ation of a treaty stid existing, isthe poio

ne.  The Canadian contention is either right
or wrong. Noaction of C'ongrees, -no 4¢t8 o
retaiiation, or proclamations of nen-intercourse
can oblite-ate these rights. I%is true thita
forced interpretation 'of  exist'ng treaties
might: be obtained more favotable to
the United States by the tremend-
ous . prossufe which was mnow prc-
posed, but was it likely'that this would be
successfui? As bet ween Canada’and the United
States ( aare was of conrse no comparison as
the injury (o ba suffercd from acis of relalia-
tion or from muon-interconrse. The injury to
Csnacda might be tenfeid greater thau that
sufiersd aoross the bnrder. But even thein-
coaveniencs arising from non-intercoutse in
the United Statex wouid be most serious.
The Wostsrn fafmers had been euriched to
the extent of millions of dollars by
the chieap freight rates that Canadian com- |
petit-on had afforded. in her . magnificent
weans of communication to the seuboard,
Wosatern gain-growers and ford-produgers hnd
rea:dy got more gond from Knglish expenditures
in Canadian railwaya and fron Canadian taxa-
tion for ennals than had Canadiana themselves.
It wonld ot be surprising to find the faci’ity
afforded and the amounnt annualiy seved the
farmers of the West by the Canadian ronds
and cenals, was as great, if nol greater, than
that which wns suvpused to be lost by the
fishermen in the East by the enforcement of
the Canadian contention.

By non-intercourse. to obliterate the nse bf
these fucilirios, waa a serious matter for the
Waest, especia:ly at this juncture, when by the
passage of the Irter-Stute Commerce bi tt_xc
whole system and theory cf charges for rail-
way transportation in the United Etates were
being revolufionized, and when Western
furmers were likely to have their now meagre

vofits completely extingnished by advance
in stheir rates of freight hitherto prevailing
for *long haunls to the high _figures
prevailing for shor: hauls; but aside from
the inconvenience to the United States
from the loss of the Canadian mesne of commau-
nicn ion from the west to the east. thore weuld
foilow from the shutting put of Canadian lum-
ber most serious consequences to the United
States in the stoppage #f bnildiug homes; while
exclusicn of barley, two-thirds of which came
from Canada, would so euwrage the German
in the loss 'or advanec in priee of his lager
beer that. there. would be danger that the
G.oucester fishermen, for whom all the
sacrifice is to bc made wou'd be driven into the
s2a. If it were necessary to further disc ss with
serionsnaess the possibilitics arising from the re-
talintion bi,'s. Rropoecd, it wou'd be foucd that
Great Britain hersell would have somethieg to
say in this matter of non-intercotrse. Canada
iz an integral portion of the British Empire;
and true to the glorious traditions whicharethe
prida of all British descendents Great Britain
won.d most assuredly maintain the integrity of
the Empire.Non-intercourse with Canada’means
non-intercourse with “England. What this
wou'd lead to no one can predict. It is most
true that the markets of the United States are
of the utmost importance to Canada, but those
of Great Britain are of far greater hmportance
to the United States. While the United States
abserbs only ten shilling Per head of English
woods they ‘exporl to Kngland ten dollars per
heud of Ameriean produets. 1tis true it weuld
be a vast hardship to England 10 shut out these
products, but net nearly such a hardship as it
would have been years ago.

The development of her great Ind ianEmpire
makes her in ndent in the matter of bread-
stuffs, and largely so, of cotton. True, she

.would suffer, but she would suffer nobly for

the sake of her offspring on this side of thesea.
These seem idle words were it not for the fact
that at the present moment bills are before
Congress to make them possible. 1t is hoped,
however, that some more reasonable and some
more enlightened plan will be discovered to
settle Lthe complications between the two
nations, Long contact with the merchants
and public men of the United States, con-
vinced him of their fairmindedness and perfect
willingness to pay for what they wanted., If
they ean be convineed that what they needed
n the shape of fishing privileges was not their
own, and could be had for reasonable conces-
sions, there would be no difficulty in adjusting
the difficulties now impending.

When
about half the route had been traversed
the procession was , the. ranks were
opened and Sir John, who had been ﬂdmog
at the tail end, with a mounted guard
honor;was driven between the ranks, amid a
cyclone:of cheers. The Royal Rink,  the
largest available room in the city, was closely
packed long befcre the procession reached 1t,
and it was with the utmost difficulty that Sir
John was worked through the throng that
crowded the streets contiguous to the rink.
and few, if any, of the torch-bearers and
candle-shooters got within earshot of the
srech-makers. Sir John’s reception at
the rink was a tremendous ova-
tion, Dr.. ‘Miller, President of the Con-
servative Aswociation, presided.  The candi-
dates, McKay and Brown, made speeches; the
first 1n his matter-of-fact, plain sort of way,
and the latter in his customary ornate manner,

Toreka, Kan., Feb. 16.—Boston Corbett,
who gained a reputation as the slaver of John
Wilkes Booth, has added® somewhat to. his
notagiety by terrorizing and capturing for a
time the Kausas House of Representatives.
Corbett is a confirmed crauk, and has made
himself somewhat notorious in various ways.
He was at the commericement. of the. session
appointed assistant doorkeeper. There have
been few signs of insanity’ until yesterday,
when he strapped on two revolvers, and with a
drawn weapon drove a uegroattendant from,
the Representative, ball.
