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NO CROWDING IN TEXAS,

Some Staggering Figures Regarding the
Area of the Lone Star State. .

A recently printed statement that the
western states of America are becoming
crowded is disproved by figures that,
through various manipulations, tell a most
wonderful story of the length and breadth
of the magnificent t&pin ying west of the
Miasssippi river. the vast area of the
ﬁu western states,

isited them and travelle
no comprehensive idea. Texas, the largest
of the United States, has an area of 262,200
g\uu miles.. To the casual reader, says
te Field's Washington, these figures
mea but very little ; they show,
however, that the lone star sdtate is
more than fifty-four times as large as the
state of Connecticut. If it were possible
to run a railway train from Connecticut to
Texas and back in a day, and if the train
could take the entire population of the mit-
meg state, as given by the last census, at
ev trip, and, upon its return, there
should be as many persons in the state as
there were before the train left with its
cargo, and if each one of these people werg
ed upon an acre of ground upon his ar-
rival in Texas, the train would obliged
to make 224 trips, or to depopulate Con-
necticut 224 times, before accomplishing its
mission, and then there would remain in
Texas 703,808 empty acres. It may be of
passing interest to know that such a train,
made up of coaches twenty feet long,
capable of accommodating fifty passengers
each, would extend over a distance of more
than fifty-six miles.

If the entire State of Texas were planted
with corn and the hills were two feet apart
and the rows were three feet apart, and if
every man, W nan and child in the State
of Connecticut were set to work in the
field to hoe the corn, and each person was
able to and did hoe two hills in five min-
utes, it would take this army of laborers
seven years 280 days and seven hours to
hoe every hill of corn in the state, labori
continuously day and night 365 days eac
year.

To those persons who have never stopped
to consider how great & country they are
living in these fignres may be of interest.
The man who fears that he could not elbow
his way around in the crowded west with-
out chafing the nap of his coat sleeves may

At
night you see men with baskets n::appd
on their backs, a lantern in one b and
in the other a stick with an iron hook on
the and. They waik along rapidly,
their eyes fixed on the ground; over
which the lantern ﬂin%l -a- sheet of
lifht, and whatever they find in the way
of paper, rags, bones, %
they stow away in their baskets. In the
morning, in front of each houde, you se
men, women and children sifting the dust-
bins before they are emptied into the sca-
vengers’ carts. At various hours of the
day you may remark isolated ragpickers,
who seem to work with less method than
the others and with a more independent
air. The night ﬁickeu are generally nov-
ices ; men who, having been thrown out of
work, are obligetl to hunt for their living
like the wild ts. The morning pickers
are experienced and regular workers, who
pay for the prividege of sifting the dust-bins
of a certain number of houses and of trad-
ing with the results. The rest, the major-
ity, are the coureurs, the runners, who ex-
ercise their profession freely and without
control, working when they please and loaf-
ing when they please. They are the phil-
osophers and adventurers of the profession,
and their chief object is to enjoy life and
meditate upon its problems.

THE JUMBO OF IDOLS.

Dia-Butsu, & Golden Image Which Weigh
About 450 Tons,

Two miles out from Kamakura and about
twenty miles from Yokohama, Japan, on &
terrace, near the temple of Kamakursa, sits
the most gigantic idol, or heathen god, now
known to exist. This immense brazen im-
age of a deity was built or made during the
reign of Shomu, who was forty-sixth in the
present line of Emperors, and died in the
year 748 A.D.  This idol, which has' been

rayed to daily for more than 1,200 years
gy the crowd of devotees that hourly
cluster about it, is still in perfect repair,
and justly reckoned as one of the greatest
wonders in the Orient. ' Frank Dobbins,
who visited Dia-Butsu the same summer
that the writer worshipped(?) at his shrine,
and has given the best description of the
god that has yet been written, says :

“The dimensions of the god are truly
colossal. His height from the base of the
lotus flower, upon which he sits, to the top
of his head is 63} feet; and above this
rises an aureole 14 feet wide, above which

ain rises for several feet the flame-like

ory which encloses or arches in the whole
gure, The face proper is 16 feet long; its
width 9} feet. The eyes are 8 feet 9 inches
long from corner to corner ; the eyebrows
5% feet, and the ears 84 feet. The chest is
20 feet in depth, and the middle finger is
exactly 5 feet long. Around the sides,
shoulders, and the head of the god, in front
of the aureole, are sixteen figures, each in &
sitting posture, and each eight feet in
height. The leaves of the immense lotus,
upon which the god sits, are each 10 feet
long and 6 feet wide, there being 56 of them
in the cluster. The casting must have been
wonderfully well executed, although the fine-
ness of the leaf, edges, and other parts which
I was able to examine, and the elaborate en-
raving which can still be traced upon the
foms ﬂgower itself in the uninjured parts,
leave no doubt that the founder’s art was
supplemented here and there by artists
with file and graver. The right hand is
open and raised upward ; the left rests upon
the lap.”

The image weighs about 450 tons, and is
made of a combination of gold, tin, copper,.
and mercury in these proportions :
