He believed that the solution of our dif­
ficulties was the abolition of relijgious 
instruction iii the school ; it was not 
important enough in its present form to 
be so great a bone of contention.

Mr. Edward Gurney was thoroughly 
in favor of the report, but opposed to 
Mr. W. T. JL Preston’s resolution.

Mr. Preston was surprised that his in­
nocent resolution should have caused so 
much excitement. Ten or fifteen years 
ago the conference had passed resolu­
tions year after year demanding religious 
instruction. He could 
how they could withdraw from 
position and sell their hardly gained pri­
vilege for a mess of pottage.

Banged on the Head With the Bible.
Mr. John T. Moore favored Mr. Pres­

ton’s resolution, and Mr. Joseph Tait 
was flat-footed against it. Purely se­
cular schools were in the best interests 
of Canada and Christianity. He had 
been raised iu a country where the 
Bible was a text book to read out of 
and spell out of, aud if lessons were not 
well-learned, to be banged 
head with. (Laughter, cheers and his­
ses.)

Looking backward, he recalled 
that Jesus, Christ, with only twelve de- 
ecipies, and all the schools against him, 
had changed the world, and yet people 
feared that Christianity was so weak a 
thing that by the simple act of the 
Bible’s removal from the schools it 
would shrink into nothingness.
