" North - Western Ontario.

By the award of the Arbitrators a
magnificent territory of at least 100,-
000 square miles has been declared to
be within the jurisdiction of the On-
tario Government und Legislatare. In
a pamphlet issuéd and prepared nnder
instructions from the Provincig] Gov-
ernment, which is now before ns, the
public’ is instructed respecting the
houndaries, resources, and communica-
tions aboyt ltj‘i'is grand  acquisition,
which doybles 8} Jgast the area of the
provinde. The pamplet will well re-
pay perusal, and we regret we have

4 only space to give a brief summary of

the resources of the territory, in grd‘é‘i'

| to show that the province has by no

means a white elephant on 'its Liands’
which will prove a burden instead of a
support. The Western Division, com

prising the tegion from Fort William
at Thunder Bay to the Lake of the
Woods, is described in the Surveyors
reports as containing a large portion
of land fit for settlement. The vege-
tation of the Kaministiquia valley is
‘affirmed to be most luxuuiant, and the
same may be said of the Valley of the
Matawin and the whole country, in
fact, lying between the height of land
west of Lake S iperigf and the Lake of
the Woods. The 1liainy “Lake and
Rainy Regions have been the theme of
every explorer that has described them,
and invariably jn glowing language, eu-
logistic of their beauties ard attractions
for settlers. In this districc where it
borders on the rivers there is ‘not an
acreof land unsusceptible to cultivation.
At'intervils there are old parklike Tn.
dian clearings, partly overspread with
oak and elin, which, though'thoy have
naturally sprung up, have the appear-
ance of ornamental plantations, The

consisting of oak, elm, ash, birc!li, bas.
woud, balsam, spruce, ashen, poplar,and
white and red piné near the Lake of the
Woods.

A po,n'l_x]»’xt'iou of about 400 souls have
already settled around Fort F rancis,
where there is a saw mill on a large
scale, and it is stated that some personrs
who had gone to Manitoba via Rainy
Kiver, bad returved from Manitoba
and tuker up land on Rainy River,
owing toa pmfei‘enée for 2 well timber-
ed, countryeverane in which timber was
scarce and dear. Wild fruits, even the
grape, abound in abundance, as well as
flowers—in a fact it is & land flowing
with milk and honey.

Considering chat the ¢ountry is con.
tignous to n mineral region of extraor-
dinary richness ; that produce raised can
always'be s0ld to advantage in the im_
mediatg ¥iCinjty, to the ;i]ining popt",]a_
tion ; gnd that conimtunication by water
and rail will shortly be established with
the Eastern markets, we have no doubt
that the pioneers already there will be
soon joined by thousands of comrudes
from the old settled Provinces.

The' Eastern Divisien lying north of
the height of land and extending to the
shores of the Hudson Bay is compara-
tively a terra incognita to the Esstern
Division ; yet, os far as it has been ex-
plored, is far from being the howling
wilderness imagihation has painted it,
fts minerg] vesgprces' and fisheries
Qlor\g ‘the coasts of the Hudson Bay,
may, eve long, be develspéd; and prove
a valuabje addition to the revenue of
the ‘Proyince. ¥

Rev. Joseph Cook, one of the ablest
lecturers in the United States, in a re-
cent lecturs on Common and High
Schogls. published in last week’s New
York Independent, says :

'The most alluring swindle that a pen.
ny-wise and pound-foolish public econ-
omy ever forced upon the masses, is a
cheap school teacher. The sons of the
rich, whether aided hy public law or not
will have goud teachers. The sons of
the poof, if a false economy is practised
as"to common and ligh-schools, ekiajn

Penuriousness as to public schools wid-
ens the chasm between rich and poor.
A system providing one kind of educa-
tion for the rich and another foy the
poor would delight the black angels,
vecause it would lead to the for nation
of an ignorant class and of a wide
heriditary distinction between the
wealthy and the indigent. Every ad-
vocaté-of tree institutions will be forced
by political necessity, as well as by
philauthro})y, to defend the education-
al rights of the children of the poor.
In pleading for the poor I do not at-
tack the rich, but defend rather the
interests of praperty, by defending the
‘education of the masses, who may
learn to steal it through majorities at
the ballot boxes, or to burn it in riot,
yuless they are educated. If there are
any who think they should not be
taxed for high sebools, when they send
no children to them, I beg leave to say
that I awg speaking for the prgtEction
of such when [ defend an educational
system that opens up the faculties of
the child of the poor man until he
knows what he can do in the world,

brains in public’ life usually come out
of ‘the country.

ing cold of poverty when I melt out
the ice from the caves of want, and send
those who e benumbed by it into the
sunnier portions of society, to awaken
the slcepers there by their competi-
tion.

The eJducation of children, until they
show of what they are capable, is the
nnly measure that can give a nation
the full strength of its citizens.  Ohil-
dren are ot edugated to this degree in
the common school ; but the abler of
them may, in the high schools, awaken
to consciousness of their own capacities.
Educated only in the rudiments taught
in‘‘the common schools ‘the mass of
children, even when of equal natural
ability with the sons of the rich, are
not likely to obtain an equipment that
will enable theli to compete with the
rich men’s children, educated well.
The high schools are the indispen:ible
nursery of teachers fir the public com.
mon schools. They are tﬁe nursery of
industrisl schoolsand of the inventors,
who spring from the ranks of labor.
High schogls are needed as much as
military, naval and agricultural schools.
These are supported at public expense,
though only few attend them. The
benefit they confer on the whole popu-
lation is the justification of the tux on
the whole people for their support.
