the post office returns : In 1868 eighteen 
millions of letters and post cards passed 
through it, but in 1888 this number had 
risen to three quarters of a million over 
ninety-six millions,—a gain of more than 
500 per cent, in 20 years. Again the mile­
age of railway in existence in Canada, in 
the former year, was only 2,522 miles, 
while In the latter it rose to 12,292 miles, 
a gain of nearly 500 per cent. It may be 
fairly said, that if progress may be taken 
as an indication of prosperity, then, in 
these particulars, the country has prosper 
ed in a wonderful manner. Take other 
and similar facts : The volume of tire in­
surance in 1868, a little exceeded one hun­
dred and eighty-eight millions of dollars ; 
in 1888 it reached to six hundred and thir­
ty-three millions, while the exports of the 
country was only 131 millions in the for­
mer year, they swelled to over 200 millions 
in the latter ; and of these the exports of 
animals and animal products rose from near 
seven millions in the former, to nearly 
twenty-five millions in the latter ; _ and 
cheese, as an export, leaped from 617,000 
dollars worth to nine millions in the same 
time. . , .

These items tell their own story, and in­
dicate a really wonderful expansion of 
trade. Dividing the twenty years into 
four periods of five years each, wc find the 
following results in reference to our export 
trade :

A SPLENDID LINE OF
A Curious Relic.—Cereno Purdy, Esq., 

of Deep Brook, in Clements, is the posses­
sor of a curiosity in the shape of a cow’s or 
bullock’s horn. It was finely polished and 
then engraved in a neat manner by the 
hand-of a forgotten artist, for artist he must 
havc been to have produced so accurate 
and unique a map as is delineated thereon. 
A portion of the southern shores of Lake 
Ontario is neatly traced, showing the posi­
tion of the forts in that district, and the 
course of thc ITudsou River is traced, giv­
ing the position of the forts on it down to 
Albany, and from the latter place to New 
York. In addition to these the contour of 
Lake George, with the position of forts 
Ticonderoga, William Henry and other 
forts are acurately laid down. In fact, the 
whole includes a well executed map of con­
siderable portions of the old colony of New 
York. The powder horn itself does not 
exceed nine inches in length and is liter­
ally covered with engravings, including the 
following : “ Presented to Gabriel Purdy, 
Oct. 1st, 1759.” It is traditionally said to 
have been the handy work of a soldier who 
took part in the various actions which took 
place during the seven years’ war, 1755 
1763, who presented it to the grand-father 
of its present possessor. Such a relic de­
serves to be carefully preserved and handed 
down to the latest posterity of the family.
