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THE hofrlife of Catharinê4?ehgahkwita,
the saintly virgin of the Mohawk, is well
known; and the odor of her virtues is still
fresh on the banks of the St. Lawrence,
where she edified all by her life, and aided so
many after lier death. Among the sketches
of Father De Smet, published reently iin
Belgium, is a short memoir of Louiso Sig.
houin, a holy woman of the tribe of the
Ceur-d'Alênes, which shows us another ex-
ample of higb sanctity attained in an Indian
wigwam, and affords us a model and a patron
through w-hom we may piously expect that
God will grant favors for the glory of his
servant and the salvation of souls. The
biography is one that cannot fail to touch
and instruct all.
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
