““Tho hand that rocks the cradle,
I3 the hand that rules the world.”

These Christian ladies during their short stay in
this section of tho Island have made many warm
friends, and their visit will not soon be forgotten.
Although the weather was somewhat disagrecable.
yet the meetings were well attended.
