Stauding in an easy attitude,
with her hands:clasped upon the desk before
hov; and:epesking with a voice of the most
musical sweetness and. distinctness, and with
the unembnrnseed manner of genuine simplicity,
she told the story of Hindu womanhood to her
American audience in s fashion- thai won -all
hearts and riveted attention. She urged -the-
depundence’ upon united missionary effort-in
India in the interest of a woman's education
rather than opon the disjointed and conflicting
efforts at denominational proselyting.
