PoraTors —Potatoes are often found jigside of
other potatoes, and it has puzzled physiologists
somewhat to account for the occurrence. Rev. M. J.
Be:kaley has recently examined a case, and finds
that it is caused by a bud (eye, as our farmers
would call it) pushiog inward, instead of outward,
or, n8 he says, it is caused by an ¢ inverted bud~?
As every ono kuows, when a potato is formed, it is
simply o swelling at the end of a thread gent out
from the buds, which start into growth from the
eyc. In this case Mr, Berkely found the thread an
inch aud a quarter lorg in the potato before the
young tuber commenced to form,

Enas an A Fresi Propuckn~—As a flesh producer
one pound of cggs is equal toone pound of beef
A hen may be calculated to consume onc busbel of
corn yearly and to Iay twelve dozen or eighteen
pounds of eggs. This is ccuivalent to saying that
three and one-tenth pounds of corn will produce,
when fed {o a hep, ono pound of eggs. A pound of
pork, on the contrary, requires nbout five aud one-
tenth pounds of corn for its production, When
cggs are twenty-four eents a dozen and pork ten
cents a pound, we have a bushel of corn fed, pro-
duciug $2,88 worth of cgg ard 31.05 of pork.
Judging from these facts, cggs must bo economical
in their production and in their eating, nnd espe-
cinlly fit for the laboring man in replacing meat.

Sant Fonr Caneak—A Now Jersey gardener, in The
Fruit Recard, cinsiders salt nccessary to the de.
velopement of cabbage, cspecially in places far
from the coast. He finds them mhre criap, of bet-
ter flavour, and to-keep better when salt is uscd
thea without. Ho uses it as follows: A fuw days
aftersetting oul the plants, and when they are
dsmp, cither after arain or when the dew is on,1
take a small dish of fine salt, aud, walking among
the rows, sprinkloa pinch of salt on the centre of
cach plant. When the leaves begin to grow I ree
peat the £alting, aud when the centre of tho leaves
begin to form tho head I apply salt again, scatter-
ing it over the leaves. After this I look them over
occasionally ,and if I find plants that do not head
well orappear digensed, I sprinklo thoe salt over froely.
This wilt save all such plants. A quart of sait ig
suflicient for five hundred plants in » season, al-
hough more can be used with snfoty.

Drarroving Puanr Insecrs.~At this season of
the year aphis and thrips are aptto bo very troublc-
some, and from the fact that many green-houses
attached to villa residences are badly construcied,
an effectual fumigation by means of tobacco smoke
in the ordinary way becomes somowhat dificult.
My own house is a case In point. The rootis so
loosely constructed that the emoke passes away
through the openings before tho insect pests are de-
stroyed. I am thereforo led to adopt a plan of my
owvn, Once a week I put some sgoft goap and
flowers of sulphur into four gallons of soap-auds,
mixing all well together. The next process i3 to
turn the plants heels upward and immerse their
heads in the soapy solution ; but before deing this,
I propare a circular picce of stiff card with s hole
half an Inch in diametor, and a slit reaching from
the central opening to the circumference of the
card. Thisis then stretched so as to allow the
stem of the plant to be surrounded, snd by pressing
the fingers of the loft Lhand firmly against it and to
the rim of the pot when the plant is turned upside
down, no soil can fall into the mixture. By gently
moving the head of the plant backward and forward
in thesolution. the leaves Lecomo clesused of in-
sects, and a8 a kind of soapy gloss clings to the
leaves after they are dry, insects do not quickly in-
fest thom again —The Garden.

InTELLIGENOR OF Cows.—The London Mtk journal
says: —*"That cows have memory, language, signs
and means of enjoying pleasant associations, com-
bining for aggressive purposes, has been recognised
but scarcely to the extent the subject merits. Trav-
elling in Ytaly many years ago, we visited somo of
the largoe dairy farms in the neighborhoed of Fer-
rara, Interspersed among much ¢f the low-lyiag,
unhealthy land, remarkable for the prevalence on it
of every fatal form of anthrax in the summersgeason
are fino undulating pasture lands, and the fields ara
of great extent. 'We bappened to stop at a farm-
house one fine autumn aftornoon when tho cows
were about to be milked, A herd over onehyndred
was grazing homewards. The women took their
positions with atool cloge to the house, and as the
cows approached, names were called oat, which at
firat were we thought addressed to the milkmaids,
Rosa, Florenza, Giula, Sposa, and many names which
were noted by us at the time, were called out by the
overseer or one of the womon, and we were astonish-
ed to see cow after cow cenge feediug or chéwing the
cud and make direct, sometimes at n trot, for the
woman thatusually milked her, The practice, we
found, was not confined toone farm ;all the cows on
sach farm knew.theirrespactive numes and took up
their position in the open juat as readly as the in.
dividual members of some largo herds{n this country
turning. from their fields {ake up their places in
the shed, - C ‘
