French losses at the attach on Son-
tay—Reported Chinese ova-
cuation of Cacninh.

BarrroNG, Dec. 29,--The French lozt In
killed and woupded st tho attack on Spntay
36 cfficers and nearly 1,000 men. Tkao lcss
of the Black Flsgs was 6,000, The bulk of
the Binck IMlags’ ermy retreated to Eonghal
and Nszdinh, The French foond two m!-
lloz dotars 1a Sontay.

Hoxa Koxg, Dec. 29,—The positlon of the
French troops in Tonquin hzs remalned un-
changed since the fsll of Boantay. Lian Fong,
tho rommandsr of the Black Flags, was se-
verely wounded aund his lteutsmant kiiled at
Sontay. It Is acdereioou that tho Fremch
w1l not attnok Bacnloh baforo the arcival of
relnfozoemonts.

Pagis, Deo 3¢ —Admiral Oourbst telegraphs
from Hanol, December 26, that he roturaed
to Hanol after the capture of Sontay, a fali In
the rIver having prevented an Immediato
atiack on Honghos. The French troops
ocoupy Soniay and the forts on thes river in
strong foros.

It 18 reported that Ohins, acting ander the
advlosof the European Powers, hag evacuated
Bacninh. The Minlster of Marine has re-
celved o confirmatlon of this report,
