ASSISTANT SECRETARY GENERAL POSITIONS. 

5) .COMMITTEES 

QUEBEC WILL PARTICIPATE IN THE COMMITTEES TO THE 

EXTENT THAT THEY DEAL WITH MATTERS FALLING WITHIN QUEBEC'S 

CONSTITUTIONAL COMPETENCE. 

6) FINANCIAL PARTICIPATION 

QUEBEC WILL CONTRIBUTE TO THE OPERATING COSTS OF THE 

SECRETARIAT UP TO AN AMOUNT EQUAL TO THAT CONTRIBUTED 

BY THE GOVERNMENT OF CANAMA. THE CANADIAN CONTRIBUTION 

TO THE COSTS OF PROGRAMMES WILL, IN PRINCIPLE, BE 

PROVIDED BY THE GOVERNMENT OF CANADA. HOWEVER, IN AGREE-

MENT WITH THE GOVERNMENT OF CANADA, THE GOVERNMENT OF 

QUEBEC MAY CONTRIBUTE DIRECTLY TO THE COSTS OF CERTAIN 

SPECIAL PROGRAMMES OF PARTICULAR INTEREST TO IT. THE 

GOVERNMENTS OF THE OTHER PROVINCES MAY DO LIKEWISE. 

TRANSPORTATION AND LIVING EXPENSES FOR MEMBERS OF THE 

DELEGATION MAKING UP THE CANADIAN DELEGATION WILL BE 

BORNE BY THEIR RESPECTIVE GOVERNMENTS.
