
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA AND THE GOVERNMENT
0F TEE UNITED STATES 0F AMERIICA IRELATING TO TEE OPERATION 0F
RADIO TELEPHONE STATIONS

The Government of Canada and the Government of the United States of
Amnerica, being desirous of establishing rules to permit certain radio station
licensees of either country, upon compliance with certain conditions, to oper-
ate radio telephone stations in the other country have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE I

A person holding a valid license issued by the appropriate authority of the
Government of the United States of America for a Class D station in the
Citizens Radio Service may be authorized to operate that station in Canada,
and a person holding a valid license issued by the appropriate authority of the
government of Canada for a station in the General Radio Service may be
authorized to operate that station in the United States of America, under the
following conditions:

a) Each visiting licensee will be required to. apply for and receive a
permit from the appropriate administrative agency of the host Gov-
ernment before operating the station.

b) The appropriate administrative agency of the host Government may
deny or issue the permit prescribed in paragraph a) at its discretion
under such conditions, restrictions, and terms as it may prescribe,
including the right of cancellation at any time at its discretion.

c) The host Government, at its discretion, may require the visiting licen-
see to, give evidence of his knowledge of its applicable rules and
regulations.

ARTICLE 1I

Upon receipt of the permit prescribed in Article I, Class D stations in the
Citizens Radio Service and stations in the General Radio Service licensed by
one country may be operated in the territory of the other country subject to
the following conditions:

a) The visiting licensee shail identify his station by the caîl sign issued by
the licensing country f ollowed by the station's geographical location
in the host country, as nearly as possible by city and state or province.

b) In all other respects, the station shaîl be operated in accordance with
the then existing laws and regulations of the host country which are
applicable to the corresponding radio service of that country.

c) In the event of rule violations by the visiting licensee it shail be the
responsibility of the host country to take appropriate actions.
