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1.Notwlthstading the provisions of Article IX, a Corncacting Party may
prevent a transfer through the equitable, non-discriminatory and gond
faith applicaton of îts laws relating to:

(a) bankruptey, inuolvency or the protection of th1e rights of
creditors;

(b> issuing, trading or dealing in gecurities;

(c) criminal or penal offenses;

(di) reports of transfers of currency or other monetary instruments;
or

(e) ensuring the satisfaction of judgments in adjudicatory
proceedings.

2. Neither Coitracting Party may require its iuwestors t0 transfer, or
penalize its investors tha fail to transfe, th1e returns attrihutable to
investments in the territory of the other Contracting Party.

3. Paragraph (2) shaU not be construeci t prevent a Contracting Party
from imposing any measure through th1e equitable, non-<iscriminatory
andi gooci faith application of its Iaws relating to the matters set ont in
parap ()
