MOTION UNDER S.O. 43

Mr. Jamnes A. McGrath (St. John's East): Mr. Speaker,
I rise under the provisions of Standing Order 43 on a
matter of urgent and pressing necessity. I am prompted to
do so out of a sense of shame feit by Canadians over the
events unfolding in Viet Nam arising out of the closing of
our embassy in Saigon which is being besieged by Viet-
namese citizens who wish to come to Canada. I would
therefore move, seconded by the hon. member for Pro-
vencher (Mr. Epp):

That the government order an immediate inquiry into the circum-
stances surrounding the decision to close the Canadian embassy in
Saigon.

And further:
That the government take steps to provide immigration services to,

those Vjetnamese citizens who wish to corne to Canada and eapecially
to Vietnamese citizens who were in the employ of the Canadian
embassy in Saigon.
