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that country did not; have the atomic bomb
and we had the sole possession of it. After
I delivered my speech in Vancouver I met a
friend in front of the Vancouver Club, and he
said to me, "I enjoyed your speech yesterday".
I replied-if 1 may be pardoned the language,
Mr. Speaker-"'Hell! I didn't want you to
enjoy that speech. It was made to scare you."
But it evidently did flot scare anybody.
Nobody paid any attention to me, so I quit
making speeches of that kind. I believed then,
as I believe now, that every day terrible
events are being shaped in definite form.

Why, I read in the papers only this morning
that a Russian plane carrying a Russian officer
was shot down in Korea. It seems to me that
the inevitable becomes more obvious ail the
time, and that the sooner we realize how
awful are the conditions threatening our
civilization the better it wiil be for us.

Honourable senators, I move the adjourn-
ment of the debate.

The motion was agreed to.
The Senate adjourned until tomorrow at
