Committees thereupon, and the consequent trouble and often unnccessary delay in
private legislation caused thereby, Your Committeo have considercd whether the
Rules might not be amended, by ‘extending the time in order to prevent as far as
possible a recurrence of the same in the future.

Your Committee, therefore, recommend the following amendments, and that the
#aid Rules, as amended, be rigidly enforced in the future :—

1st. That Rule 49 become Rule 50, and that Rule 50 become Rule 49,

2nd. That Rule 50, hereafter Rule 49, be amerded by inserting before “ Notices”
in the third line, * Petitions for Private Bills, the presentation of and reporting on
* such Bills and ‘he”.

3rd. That Rule 49, hereafter Rule 50, be amended to read as follows :—

“50. No Petition for any Private Bill is reccivoed by the Senate after the first
“ twenty days of each Session ; nor may any Private Bill be presented to the Senate
“after the firet thirty days of each Session; nor may any Report of any Standing or
“Select Committee upon a Privato Bill be received ~after the first sixty days of each
¢ Session.

2. That the Librarian do report to the Library Committes, at the commence~
ment of cach Session, the names of such persons as have failed to observe the above
Rale.

3. That the issue of tickets empowering individuals to borrow Books from the
Library be confined (firstly) to such Members of the Civil Service as either of The
Speakers in their discretion may think fit; and that such tickets shall anthorize the
