with Fredericton. If the visitor's time is only sufficient for
a cursory call at the Capital, he may spend a day there very
pleasantly and return to St. John the same evening. By the
river boat the journey occupies about six hours, but so brim-
ming is this lovely route with picturesque delights that time
and care alike take flight, and the stranger is taken by sur-
prise when, like a vision of enchanted land, the stately elps
of the *“Celestial City™ rise in view.
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
