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men, let thcni grant no concession to error. By
healthful religious instruction, by education in every

liberal science and art, by all that enobles the indi-

vidual being, let them advance on their grand career,

and the result will be, that mediceval darkness, which

still hovers over myraids of men, will, at last, be dissi-

pated, and the reign of peace established on earth.

We humbly hope that this brief life of the King,

" sans peur et sans reproache " may help, in ever so

small a degree, to contribute to this glorious Millen-

nium.
