The trouble s
re pidly coming to a head, and unless
the railway board and the government
c#n meet the wishes of the men within
t! e next few days the results mav be
serious. However, the railway board
i» doing everything in its power to el-
fect a compromise, and some - an-
nouncement may be foithcoming by
tle middle of the week. The rumor
that the railway shopmen are threat-
ening to strike unless their terms are
nccepted by Tuesday lacks confirma-
tion.
