The winning streak of the local team was 

broken yesterday, when Dooley's men were 
the victors by 7 runs to 4. The game i/self 
xvas a good exhibition of ball, but during 
intermission a free performance was accord­
ed the general public, which was not ex- 
actly what the spectators expected. Kelly, 
the Montreal outfielder, deliberately and 
without provocation struck Bannon a hard 
blow on the jaw. The crowd, indignant at 
the assault, flooded the field, and the police, 
who were called, escorted the offending 
player from the ground. Kelly’s dub play 
ln the seventh was a sore touch to the out­
fielder. Senders and Yeager were the op­
posing pitchers, the former having the bet­
ter of the argument. The local batsmen 
were unable to hit safely when hits were 
needed, as they seemed to drive the ball 
right at a fielder. For Toronto, Hargrove 
and Bruce handled the bat most effectively, 
and made some brilliant catches in the 
field.

The first ran was scored by the locals ln 
the second, when Massey reached first ou 
Stafford's fumble of a swift grounder.

Odweli bunted to Yeager, who threw wild. 
Stafford scoring and Odweli going to third 
on the play, the latter scoring on Shearon’s 
long fly to right.

In the seventh two more runs were scored 
by Montreal.
