The fireman’s life is not an easy one. 

This fact was emphasized at a meet­
ing of the finance committee last night 
when Fire Chief Aitken reported that, 
some of his men were on duty 21 hours 
a day, and were in their homes only 
once a week, and a delegation ask­
ing for increased wages pointed out 
that the average day, exclusive of holi­
days, days off, and mealtimes, was six­
teen and a half hours.

The committee recommended in­
creases, and the council will be asked 
to ratify the following rates: First 
year men, $2,50 a day; second year 
men, $2.75 a day; third year men, $3 
a day. The scale, if adopted, will be 
effective from October 1.

A $100 Increase for the fire chief 
to date from January 1, 1917, was also 
recommended and a raise for the as­
sistant chief in proportion. Figures 
presented showed the wage scale in 
1910 as $1.50 for first year men; $1.80 
for second year men and $2 for third 
year men.

Wants to Know Figures.
Controller Shaw opened a short dis­

cussion of assessments by stating that 
exempted land in the city was valued 
by the assessors at $2,108,811 and ex­
empted buildings at $5,146,490, a total 
exemption of $7,255,301. Some of the 
valuations he characterized as ridicu­
lous. City property, such as schools 
and the city hall, formed part of the 
untaxed land and buildings, but a com­
paratively small amount, the controller 
claimed.
