Since I closed my article of last week upon the Italian disaster events have 
moved very rapidly. The present comment is written on Tuesday, November 6, 
and on this day the situation is as follows.

Rome and Berlin agree that the Austro-German forces are across the Tas- 
liamento River, having thus forced the first line to which the Italians retreated 
after their great disaster along the Isonzo. Neither report indicates the extent 
of the disorder incident to this new defeat, but since Germany makes no large 
claims to prisoners or guns it may be assumed that the second defeat of the 
Italians is of a less serious character.

It is going to be a number of days and possibly several weeks before we can 
measure the full extent of the Italian disaster. In the present article I shall 
endeavor simply to foreshadow what may happen, and there are three different 
sets of circumstances to be considered: First; a complete German victory, carry­
ing with it a decisive victory over Italy, which will break the moral power of 
the Italian people; second, the successful rallying of the Italians at some 
selected line covering Northern Italy; third, the resumption of the offensive by 
the Italians after a strategic retreat, following an initial disaster which might

Throughout all of today the palace 
circle and the surrounding streets were 
thronged with joking, laughing crowds.

On Nevsky Prospekt, where yester­
day there were machine guns and ar­
mored cars and infantry behind the 
wooden barricades, today were to be 
seen the usual throngs of the populace, 
and there was no excitement among 
them. Where armored cars had sped 
by on their way to the Winter Palace 
before the attack, flocks of pigeons fed 
in the street, with no whistling bullets 
to disturb them.

Among the street crowds there was 

an occasional bandaged sailor, who evi­
dently had been wounded during last 
night's fighting. In an apartment, a 
mile beyond the palace, a shell either 
from a gun of the fortress or a cruiser 
had gone through the roof. Apparently 
spent, it landed on a table in the living 
room, but did not explode..

If the Allies have decided to send 

large forcer and strong detachments 
of heavy artillery to the northern Italian 
plain, the fight in Northern Italy will 
take on an importance which it does 
not now possess on’ the military side. 
This war, as I have so often pointed 
out in these columns, is a war of attri- 
tion. It matters little whether Ger­
man troops are killed in Belgium, in 
France or in Italy. The killing is the 
important thing. When the Allies sent 
troops to Gallipoli or to Saloniki they 
were guilty of bad strategy, because 
the troops thus sent fought not against 
Germans, but against Turks and Bul­
gars. Therefore troops needed on a 
vital front were wasted against an un­
important foe in an insignificant field. 
But in turning to Northern Italy the 
Allies will not be making a similar 
blunder so long as they meet German 
troops there. They will simply be 
fighting their principal foe on a new 
field.

It is stated that from six to 
seven and a half million shells will, 
under this arrangement, be produced 
in Canada during the first seven 
months of 1918.

The imperial munitions board will 
act for the United States authorities 
In placing the contract and supervis­
ing the production of these shells in 
Canada. The United States ordnance 
department will supply the steel and 
component parts.

The manufacturers of Canada will 
forge the steel and assemble the shells.

“Depth Required for Defensive 
Fighting.-

‘In the course of a battle it is not 
necessary to think of having in the 
first line continuous trenches: they 
will be replaced by funnel-shaped holes, 
held by groups of men and isolated 
machine guns, disposed in the form of 
a checkerboard. On the terrain imme­
diately behind the first line of funnel 
holes will be installed points of sup­
port for machine guns, for troops or 
assault and for reserve forces, which 
are to be pushed forward. For this 
purpose the shelters still existing ought to be utilized. But in default of 
shelters the installation will be made 
In covered ground.

“You will place in advance of the first 
line of funnels a tangle of steel wire, 
irregular in form, offering as far as pos­
sible a continuous obstacle. In the same 
line of ideas, it is advisable to surround 
with barbed wire the funnel holes situ­
ated In front of the first line, in order 
to prevent their occupation by the 
enemy."Make an intensive use of obstacles, 
disposed in a manner to compel the 
enemy to take a direction which suits 
us and to bring him under the fire of 
our machine guns.

"All the works of defence ought to 
avoid inspection by the enemy; works 
toe much In evidence and continuous 
lines cannot fulfil this important condi­
tion."A great part of the supporting troops 
and of the reserve troops ought to be 
sheltered in ground which is hidden, 
either in the inside of the funnels and 
In the neighborhood of them, in woods, 
or in ditches, etc.—especially in places 
where aerial observation can be escaped.

"It Is necessary as far as possible to 
avoid villages, which, as experience has 
shown us, attract the fire of the enemy. 
. “The troops of support and of reserve 
ought to work methodically on the con- 
struction of a continuous position, com­
prising several lines and escaping also 
a* far as possible observation by the 
enemy. ...........

"Such a position will constitute a sup­
port for the troops of defence echeloned 
toward the rear. It ought to be sur­
rounded by a powerful tangle of barbed 
wire, with passages for the troops of as­
sault and ought to comprise several lines 
of trenches.

"Deep shelters will be constructed 
only in the second and third lines. The 
first line will comprise only the small 
shelters for a sixth of a company, al­
most all of the occupants being consid­
ered as a garrison of position. Its pace 
will be, in general the line of protection 
of artillery end ought to be found at one 
kilomètre, or at most two kilometres, 
back from the first line of funnel holes.

“If there are available working forces 
on hand, new positions will be con­
structed at the rear, based on the same 
principles, to form positions of retire­

Important Fishery Case Before Supreme 
Court.

OTTAWA, Nov. 9.—In the supreme 
court today the argument proceeded on 
the appeal of Gauthier VB. the King. The 
appellant, under license from the prov­
ince of Ontario, was engaged in the 
fishery business on the Detroit River at 
Windsor, Ont. The Dominion, wishing 
to purchase these rights, entered into 
an agreement with appellant by which 
the purchase price was to be settled by 
arbitrators who were appointed by each 
party, and the two appointees selected a 
third. Pending the further proceedings, 
the minister of the department at 
Ottawa gave notice to appellant and the 
arbitrators that the appointment of the 
arbitrator was revoked, and that the 
purchase was abandoned. The two 
arbitrators continued the proceedings, 
and made an award, on which appellant 
brought action, which the exchequer 
court dismissed. The appellant con­
tended that the crown had no power to 
revoke the submissions that an Ontario 
act so provided, and under the 
exchequer court act, cases by or against 
the crown must be dealt with as if be­
tween subject and subject, and be gov­
erned by the law of the province.

OTTAWA, Nov. 9.—Every man who 
comes into class one under the military 
service act and falls either to apply 
for exemption or report for service be­
fore midnight tomorrow is liable to 
arrest, and on conviction to a term of 
five years' imprisonment.

By the provisions of a special order 
made public by the board tonight, 
authority is given for the arrest, with 
or without warrant, of all absentees 
and such defaulters must have a rea­
sonable excuse for default. The order 
provides that men who surrender 
themselves voluntarily as defaulters 
under the act. Into civil or military 
custody, shall not be prosecuted. They 
may even make claim for exemption, 
but their claims will have to be made 
through the officer commanding the 
military district to which they belong.

In cases where defaulters surrender 
to the civil police a report will be made 
to the officer commanding the military 
district in which they are. These men 
will not be prosecuted, but the mili­
tary service council is arranging for 
immediate prosecution of men who 
have refused to obey the proclamation 
issued under the military service act
