Ottawa, Dec. 7.—Hon. Arthur Meighen referred this morning 
to various communications that have reached the Government re­
garding the prosecution of military defaulters. The acting min­
ister of justice states that there is no amnesty in respect of offences 
committed against the M. S. A. or regulations, and the policy of 
the Government to prosecute these offenders rigorously remains 
steadfast and in full effect.

The law will, to the utmost practical extent, be enforced as 
against defaulters belonging to Class One, both those who failed 
to register under the proclamation of 13th October, 1917, and 
those who, having registered, failed to report in compliance with 
orders. These men are subject to severe penalties, which may be 
adjudged by the civil or military tribunals, and instructions have 
been issued to the Dominion police to apprehend and prosecute 
all such offenders.

Moreover, employers and others should bear in mind that the 
regulations prohibiting the employment, harboring or assisting 
defaulters, deserters and absentees without leave, remain in full 
effect and will be enforced.

culties.London. Dec. 7.—If the Allies insist 
upon the delivery of the former German 
emperor and crown prince to an Inter­
national court of justice, Holland will 
yield, but will first urge that the Allies 
content themselves with an under­
taking by Holland to intern them for 
life in one of the Dutch colonies, accord- 
tog to an Amsterdam dispatch to the 
Express.
Holland, it is understood, will suggest 
that Herr Hohenzollern and his son be 
placed on an island In ether the East 
or West Indies, where he will be guarded 
by a Dutch fleet.

It is also anticipated that Holland will 
be asked for compensation for permit­
ting a violation of her neutrality by al- 
lowing German troops to pass through 
the I rovince of Limburg on their retreat 
from Belgium, and receiving German 
ships from Antwerp. This compensation 
may possibly be the giving up of certain 
territory along the Belgian frontier 
owned by Holland since 1839. Perhaps 
the southern part of Dutch Limburg 
will be demanded. The population of 
this region is principally Belgian.

Great 
Britain paid a large sum for damages 
done to the United States shipping, etc 
by the Alabama, in the civil war days, 
the amount received being actually 
greater than that disbursed to those 
who suffered damage or loss.

OPINION OF GERMAN PRESS
London, Dec. 4.—(Reuter’s).—Two fur­

ther reports were issued tonight by the 
Government committee which has been 
investigating the treatment of British 
prisoners of war. The first deals mainly 
with the treatment of men captured dur­
ing the spring offensives of 1918 and re­
lates largely to the employment of pris­
oners directly behind the German lines. 
Like previous reports, it is a long 
shocking record of brutality and callous 
neglect. Following are typical extracts 
from testimony given by prisoners who 
escaped to British or French lines:

Died of Starvation.
"Several prisoners died of starvation 

at Ramcourt."
"Later deaths of starvation became 

even more numerous."'

There was but one doctor in attendance 
on the men. many of whom were in 
shocking condition.
