The agreement is essentially the
same as the draft taken to Moscow
by Leonid Krassin,- Soviet :ainister
of .trade and commerce, in January,
the most important terms of which
follows: .

“Each party agrees to refrain from
hostile action, or propaganda outside
its borders against the other’s insti-
tutions. - The Sovfet government par-

ticularly agrees to refrain from any
encouragement of Asiatic peoples to

pecially in Asia Minor, Persia,
ghanistan and India.

“British ‘subjects in Russia and
Russians in Great Britain“will be per-
mitted to return to- their homes if
thev ‘so desire.

“Each agrees not to impose any form
of blockade against the other or any
discriminations against trade not im-
Posed on other usually accorded for-
elgn merchant ships ships by -com-
mercial nations, ;

Clear Away Mines.

Attorney-General, After Rec-
‘ord-Breaking Debate in the
House, Secures Passage of
His Bill for Reorganization
of Ontario Force. "

The proposed reorm!nt.}t)n of the
provineial - police force and- the ap-
Pointment of a commissioner of police
opened the flood-gates of oratory in the
legislature yesterday afternoon, and at
midnight it was still being discussed.
The bill of the attorney-gemeral was
up. for consideration and no single sub-
Ject this session has occasioned such
a lengthy debate. The measure pro-
vides for the placing of law enforce-
ment, including the O.T.A., on the
shoulders of the - provincigl police;
which ‘is to have a head with wide
powers of authority and discretion.
The principal objection raised by the
opposition to the measure seemed to
be directed against the idea of a police
force stooping to enforce such a mea-
sure as the O.T.A. which requires the
adoption of methods regarded as being
“low and mean,” as it was frequently
described. Another objection dwelt on
was the atforney-genéral's refusal ter,
say whether ithe present superintendent
of police, J. E. Rogers, would receive
the position of head of the newly-
organized force. f

The whole discussion was closely
interwoven with the general enforcer
ment of the O.T.A., and resulted finally
in the bill passing the committee stage
after the attorney-general had agreed
to withdraw his provisions for the
establishment of a chief police officer
for every county in the province, with
absolute authority subject to the chief
commissioner.. The discussion while it
lasted was decidedly spirited.

Attorney-General Not Frank.

Liberal Leader Dewart complained that
the attorney-general was not frank; he
would not say who was to be appointed
to the position of head of the pro ial
force. The house was entitled to the in-
formation, and Mr. Raney should say
whether the present head of the force
‘was the man for the ‘position or not.
He (J. E. Rogers) was .a ' trained, ex-
perienced officer,” who had rendered -in-
valudble services to 'the province. He
should be given the position ecalled for
under the proposed bill. )

It was ‘essential, said Mr., Dewart, that
the province should have a thoroly train-
ed police force, whose duties it would
be to see to the enforcement of the erim-

‘Lhe attorney-general sald the whole
idea behind the hill was that there should
be, In every county, an officer charged
with the enforcement of the law, and
held résponsible for that duty.

MAY SUBMIT PROPOSAL

Paris, March 16.—Ge-many has been
notified by the allied reparations com-
mission that before March 23 she
must pay one billilon gold marks, to
be deposited in the banks of France
or England or in the Federal Reserve
Bank of the United States, and by
May 1 must complete the payment of
twenty billion godM marks, /

The commission, in making its
announcement, recited the history of
the negotiations  for fulfilment by
Germany of Article 235. It said the
commission reminded- Germany of her
obligations on March 4, 1920, and
that on June 16 “the commission in-
sisted on knowing what liquid assets
the German government could offer
in payment of the twenty billion gold
marks.”

Germany, replying under date of
June 23, announced she would for-
ward later a demand that all deliver-
Jes of goods _made by her be credited
“igzanst the twenty billions.  This

30 juemy,’ 1921, and the commission replied

BOYCOTT OF BELFAST

Dublin, March 16.—Eamonn de Val-
era, ‘“president of the Irish republic,”
gave an Assoclated Press correspond-
ent today the first newspaper inter-

view he has accorded since returning

to Ireland from the United States.
Extraordinary precautions were ob-
served to prevent betrayal of De
Valera, the correspondent being guided
to him by a member of the “Irish vol-
unteers” and kept under surveillance
for an hour after leaving the Sinp Fejn
leader. .

Among gther things, De Vaiera ac-
cused the British government of “lack-
ing principle and statesmanship”

‘The correspondent was placed in the

sidecar of a motorcycle and made to

don goggles; #hich effectually blinded
him. . He was not allowed to note the
intricate route taken by the motorcyale
thru Dublin. On leaving the private
house in ‘which he talked with De
Valera, the correspondent was twice
held up and examined, once by mem-
bers of the Irish republican army and
once by the crown forces, °

In the guise of a St. Patrick’s Day
message to the people of the United
8tates, De Valera gave the correspond.

ent his version of the situation in Ire-
land, and his already well known
views on Great Britain. |

He declared that there was no truth
in ‘the rumors of overtureg for a truce
or peace, or that the Dail Bireann had
jaid down new conditions,

Will Not Accept Partition.

Questioned as to whether the offer
of full fiscal autonomy - would 1iaduce
acceptance of the partition act, the
Sinn Fein leader said that the act was
made by a *foreign hostile assembly,”
and that therefore “ihe Irish people
as a whole would never accept 1t.”

While no definite agreement had vet
been .reathed between the Sina Fein
adherents of the ILrish party in Ulster
with reapec! to the' elections undér
the pargition act. such an agreement
would not be difficult, De Valera de-
clared, when the time for action ar-
rived. It was 3 mistake, he said. to
suppose tha:l only Nationalists and Re-
publicans opposed partition, and thig
would be.proved when the elections
came, he maintained.

“Industrial Ulster,” he safd, “is not
80 blind to its own interests as to
cour:. being severed from its great
market {2 the agricultural areas of the
rest of Ireland. The boycott of Bel-
fast goods, which is operating now.
is but the opening stage of what would
become the complete and absolute ex-
clusion of Belfast goods if the parti-
tion act is put into’effect.”

First Lord of Admiralty

In Favor of Disarmament

London, March'16.—Baron Lee of
Fairham, first lord of the admiralty,
discussing naval matters at a
meeting of naval architeets -here to-
day, referred to the question of “dis-
armament. He said the only question
was who would initiate the .discussion,
but cn this point the British govern-
ment would not stand on ceremony.
The government, he declared, wel-
comed the. hint thrown out by Presi-
dent Harding In his inaugural address
and that it would meet with cordial
and hegipful response here,

“I ean only say,” Baron' Lee added,
“that if an Invitation comes from
Washington I am prepared to put aside
all other business in order to take part
in a business than which there can be
nothing more pressing in the affairs of
this world.”

Baron Lee sajd he had agreed with
Mr. Denby, the United States secretary

of the navy, that Great Britain and
the United States could control the
seas.

“But.” - he added, “the question is
whether we have the right of direction
with regard 'to our navies when con-
sulting each other. In tha# respect,
I think this government has a clear
record. In the present estimates we
have set an example of reduction and
taken risks and are prepared to go far
in a mutual agreement,

“It 18 not enough te talk about blood
being thicker -than water, What we
want is the plain norse sense charac-
teristic of both countries. From my
long knowledge of the United States
I have a profound belief in the busi-
ness of talking and appealing to the
square deal, I hold strongly that we
are not. engaged in a game of bluff,
but that we ought to lay all our cards
on the table®

OF SABINE; -
IN CONFLICT

The Testimony of Chauffeur
_ Hulse at Coroner’s Inquest
-Points Toward Guilt of
Hotrum, But Conley’s Evi-
_dence Is That Hotrum Car-
ried Revolver of ' Lighter
Calibre Than Weapon That
Killed Druggist.

L. Cecil Sabine, druggist, was
murdered in his store at the corner
of Harbord street and Manning
avenue, about 11 p.m. March 5,
1921, by either William McFad-
den or Roy Hotrum, two of the
bandit$ “recently rounded up by
the police, according to the evi-
dence given last night at the in-
quest conducted at the morgue by
Coroner W. J. McCollum. The
jury were out 'some 45 minutes
and returned the following verdict:

“We, the jurors summoned te
inquire into the death of L, C,
Sabine, find on the, evidence pro-
duced: :

‘(1) That he died in the West-
ern Hospital on March 6, 1921.

(2) From the effects of a gun-
shot wound in the abdomen.

(3) That the said L. C, Sabine
was shot in his place of business. 3t
the corner of Manning avenue and
Harbord street on the evening of
March 5, 1921. i

" (4) By the evidence produced,
that the said L. C. Sabine came to
his death from a gunshot fired
from the hands of either McFad-
den or Hotrum, G o ;

As on the night of the first inquest.
Hulse, Jack Conley, McFadden and
Hotrum arrived at the morgue under
heavy gpard and during inquest
both McFadden and Ho , who
were chained together, showed : signs
cf extreme. nervousness.’ Both men
kept their.eyes gued to the witnesses
and appeared to realize that their case
was becoming more and more serious.
A number of women were present.

Up to the present, it is understood,
neither. McFadden nor Hotrum have
mades any statements regarding -who

was‘ responsible for firing the fatal
shot,

Who Fired the Shot?

Walter Hulse, the chauffeur, testi-
fied that when McFadden and Hotrum
came running back from the drug
store, Hotrum said: - “I had to punch
the man in the stomach.” - -However,
“Jack” Conley later swore that Mc-

testified that he had loaned Hotrum
his 32-calibre revolver, and that Mer
Fadden carried a revolver of heavi
calibre, The bullet ‘Which caused '{l.
druggist's death was of 38- calibre.
