What procedures dues the government use to ensure that the Canadian

Broadcasting Corporation conforms to its objectives?

Hon. John Roberts (Secretary of State): On December 2,
1976, tbe Secreîary of State appeared before the Standing
Commitîee on Broadcasting, Films and Assistance 10 the Arts
wbere Ibis malter was raised. At îhaî lime, the minister stated
that parliament bas imposed upon the Secreîary of State a
self-denying ordinance with respect to the CBC, wbicb is 10

say that the day to day operations of the corporation are a
malter for CBC management. However, Parliament bas cer-
tain instruments of examination, the principal one of wbich is
the Standing Commiîîee on Broadcasting, Films and Assist-
ance 10 the Arts, before wbich the Corporation appears annu-
ally.

Commencing in the 1974-75 fiscal year, tbe CBC capital vole
became a budgeîary item not subject t0 repayment. The above
docs not include: (a) funds advanced 10 the CBC for the
construction of broadcasting facilities at Toronto, for the
Ontario Educational Communications Auîbority (OECA).
These funds, auîhorized by Order in Council were in tbe
amount of $630,000 in 1969-70, $310,000 in 1975, $700,000
in 1976 and $150,000 in 1977. These monies are fully repay-
able by the Ontario Educational Communications Auîhorily;
(b) the approved increase (1976-77 Supplementary (D) Esti-
mate) in the working capital of the CBC by $10 million for a
total working capital base of $25 million.
