Public Schools” was read before the
Natjonal. Council of Women by Mrs.
John Hoodless of Hamilton, and she
submitted a resolution recommending
the introduction of manual training in.
to the schools of Canada. The same
vear, 1894, Mrs.  Hoodlegs discussed with
Sir W. C. Macdonald of Montreal, and
Hon. G. W.. Ress. then minister of
education for Ontario, her proposal for
the introduction of manual training
and domestic science into our Canadian
schools. Soon after, Sir William Mac-
donald. with the help of Prof. Robert-
gon, established at his own expense a
number of manual training schools at
convenient centres thruout the Domin-
jon. Encouraged by Mr. Rosg and help
od more or less by syvmpathizing frieunds,
Mrs. Hoodless, off her responsibility,
opened the Ontario Normal School af
Domestic Science in Hamilton in Sep-
tember. 1295 .and got the Hamilton
School Board to allow her to give do-
mestic science lessons in some of their

very much in excess of those for whish | Jjc school domestic science work in On-

tario. She then went as a missionary,
not unfrequently at hér own expense
preaching domestic science to school
boards, winter fair meetings.
