Shortly after she
struck Capt. Shanklin, who is a St. John
man, decided that his vessel could not be
saved, and would be a total loss. The
rudder was gone and she was nedrly full
of water. .

With the crew of five men, Capt. Shank-
fin put off in his boat and was. picked up
by the crew of the Great Wass Island life
saving -station, who had noticed his pre-
dicament. The men were in no particular
danger as the sea was comparatively
gmooth.

European Capitals Think=--

Britain as a Mediator.

London, Jan. 28—The Balkan situation
is again causing some anxiety at the Euro-
pean capitals. Bulgaria’s action in calling
out her reserves is apparently expla_iqed
by Turkey’s attempts to obtain a rectifica-
tion of the existing frontier as a condition
for reducing her monetary demands from
Bulgaria. Noting the danger of trouble
petween Turkey and Bulgaria, the powers
are again resorting to negotiations to bring
about joint pressure in favor of a peace-
ful settlement.

It is reported that Sir Edward Grey,
the British foreign secretary, sounded the
powers on this subject, and a St. Peters-
burg despatch announces semi-officially
that Russia has already addressed a cir-
cular despatch to all the signatories of the
Berlin treaty. In this circular Russia pro-
poses to make common representa.hons to
both Sofia anu Congtantinople against any
change being made  in the frontier line,
which would endanger the European peace
and urging both governments to refrain
from a military movement.

According to a Sofia despatch, Great
Britain has advised Turkey to accept am
indemnity of $20,000,000, and Bulgaria 1s
inclined to pay this sum, provided Turkey
abandons her claim for rectification of the
frontier.  Negotiations between Austria-
Hungary and Turkey are still dragging,
owing to the fact that the Turkish gov-
ernment has not yet succeeded in putting
an end to the Austrian boycott.

Constantinople, Jan. 20—The governor
of the vilayet of ‘Adrianople has telegraph-
ed .the minister of the interior that Bul-
garia is disbanding the reservists recent-
ly copeentrated on the Turkish frontier.
