In 1888 Sir John Macdonald made his
firet and only trip to the Pacific ocean via
the Canadian Pacific railway, In the
course of his journey he visited different
parts of the province of Manitoba, the
Qu'Appelle valley and eeveral points of
the Northwest Territories then traversed
by the C. P. R. or within easy striking
distance of the railway. Bverywhere he
was received with great enthusiasm as the
man by whose decision had resulted: the
eonstruction of the interoceanic radway, the
Jaet epike in which had been driven a’ few
months before he crossed by it to Van-
couver city, then mnon-existent, except in
the form of ashes and four houses un-
touched by the fire, now bright and cheer-
ful with & population of 35,000 eouls to
make it so0.

Laurier visited the Nortbwest Territories
to inaugurate the creation of the two new
provinces, by his decision brought into
the sisterhood of nine (magic number)
provinces ‘forming- the Doninion, and in-
ddcnhﬂytotmtheﬁmtsodofasewnd,
and already needed inter-oceanic railway.

;. Tn 1886 the total population of the new
provinces was about 48,000 of whom 21,000
were: jans, making with Manitobe a
total of 157,000. The population must now
be. fully 800,000, as a simple calculation
will show. The 157,000 persons had 850,000
acres under cultivation, or ‘about seven
acres to the individdal. The 5,500,000 acres
divided by eeven will yield a population
of about 800,000 in round numbers.- Sir
Wilfrid in 1905 could look out of his car
window and realize that there were, say,
650,000 more inhabitants in the region than
Sir John could sum up in. 1886,

Sir John saw many emiling children o8
he paesed through.

children under 15 yeams of age including
youthful Indians. Sir Wilfrid would Jearn
from the statistics that there are now en-
rolled in the ools after their eummer
holidays, fully 100,000 children, to say no-
thing of the babies who have not attained
gufficient leg-power to warrant their par-
ents sending them to school.

When Edmonton celebrated the other
day, the parade of .school children' was
the feature that must have attracted Sir
Wilfrid’s. special notice. They were in
regiments according to ages, from  five
wears old to twelve years old, waving
Mnion Jacks and cheering at the top -of
their ehrill voices, every observer asking
avhere they all came from and prophesying
“heerful things antagonistic to race sui-
gide,

In 1804 the clearings of the Winnipeg
clearing house were 5 per cent. of all the
clearings recorded in all Canada. In 1904,
with six more cities having cleariig houses
‘Winnipeg had 1077 per cent. It now
stands third, being surpassed by Montreal
and . Toronto. In 1894 Winnipeg's clear-
ings were one-eleventh of the clearings of
Montreal, 1904 they were betieen one:
fourth and one-third. -Montreal’s clear-
ings increased 95 per cent. on $546.606,150;
‘Winnipeg 482 per cent. on $50,602,600. Ot-
tawa's clearings last year were 105,750,
000. Winnipeg’s were, thepefore, 23§ times
those of Ottawa. ;

The year 1886 was a very poor year for
wheat all over the west. The drought was
terrible., Around Regina I noticed large
fields of wheat with a growth o&.eeaxq_:ely
nfoothjghmdnochamoi growing high-
er. Bven the gophers were declared to
go for the stalks, cutting them down for
the little moisture they found within. In
Manitoba’ 357,013 acres produced about
2,000,000 bushels of wheat more than 389~
400 acres produced in 1888, and oats were
even woree. How much worse than that
it was further west those who had the eore
experience of that year alone can tell.

T remember on one oceasion findmg Sir
John down in the dumps—away down. 1
asked him what was the matter. “Dh'”
said he, “I haye .been buncoed. The
country is a desert, Aridity is king. There
can be no future for Canade. We have
spent our strength building = a railway.
Whntiathmiorthemﬂwtytooam?
It may bring water from the Rockies to
keep men’s souls in their bodies. ’I;ha.t’s
about all the freight there 1s.” I maid to
him, “Let us take a Jook outside.” We
went out and stood alongside the railway
track. “Thet’s a substantial rack,”
said I. “The C. P. R. company is com-
posed of ehrewd men, if they wanted to
buncoe the country and maks their money
out of the construction they “pent a godd
deal ‘more money than they : need. Be-
sides, look at all these culveris If the
country is a rainless desert, why did they
go to the expense of these calverts ‘o carcy
off superebundant’ fwater?” Ths -culverts
did their work, and eatisfied Si» John that
1886 was an exceptionally dry yeac. {In-
cidentally it may be mentigned that in the
year ended June 30th, 1857, the net earn-
ings of the C. P. R. were $3,504,000 aud in
the year ending June 30th, 1005 they were,
with interest on deposits, eic., $17,100,000).
Nevertheless that year gave thz country
a very bad black eye, the severity of which
even the application of raw beef from the
ranches failed to mitigate.

1t took a numben of years before confid-
ence was restored. The homestead entries
dropped over 600 in 1887, epmpared with
1886 and.in 1889 there were nearly 2,100
cancelled of 4,416 taken.

Sir Wilfrid was happier in this respect
than Sir John. He. could look at the eta-
tistios of 1904 and find not 2,036 entries
with 26 per cent. cancelled, but, 26,513
homestead entries with but 5 per cent, can-
célled; and this year of 1905 is a bumper

WHAT HENRI BOURASSA AND

 ARMAND LAVERGNE SAID

More About Those Speeches at That Sunday Meeting at
Montmagney Which Have Created So Much Comment

At Montmagny, Que., on Sept 17{Messrs
Henri Bourassa, M. P., and' Armand Lav-
ergne, M. P., denounced their French
WLiberal colleagues from ‘Quebec as cow-
ards and traitors to their race and creed
for their action on the Nonthwest school
legislation. A special trein from Quebec
brought down mearly a thousand and at
Jeast as many more nad gathered from
surrounding pari . Dr. Emil Pagaet,
Conservative, M. P. for L’Islet, also spoke
along the same lines, but denounced Mr.
Brodeur, Mr. Lemeaux, and even Sir
Wilfrid Leurier, by name, to the applause
of the big crowd.

The gathering was in the open air in
front of the church, and though it rained
most of the time, the crowd stood there
and cheered the speakers, while their de-
nunciations of their French Liberal col-
leagues were greeted with groans and cries
of “shame.”

Judge Martineau, warden of the counly
of Montmagny, presided. Mr. Lavergne
was the first speaker. He reviewed the
acts since Confederation, especially those
regarding the Northwest in 1870 and 1875.
He argued that the exemption of the C.
P. R. was no more guaranteed than was
the separate School system, and asked
why one was continued to a strong, pow-
erfu]l company while the poor I
Catholics in the Nirthwest were deprived
of the “sacred Tights” guaranleed by
treaty and the constitution of 1875.
