STAR OF THE MEET

Boston, Sept. 15—Speeding his swift
Bleriot monoplane round and round the
course of the Harvard—aviation field at
Atlantic, Claude Grahame-White, of Eng-
land, maintained his
past few days in the closing event of - the
Harvard-Boston aero meet, defeating
Glenn H. Curtiss, the world champion,
by 164-5 seconds in a five and a quarter
mile race.

White also made the best time witness-
ed on the course, his winning mark in the
speed events of the contest which closed
Tuesday night being six minutes one sec-
ond. His mark today was five minutes
47 45 seconds for the same distance. Cur-
tis’ time was six minutes 43-5 seconds.
By laps, of a mile and three quarters
length, White’s time was: First lap, 1
minute 562-5 seconds; two laps, 3 min-
utes 503-5 seconds; three laps, 5 minutes
4745 seconds. The. time of Curtiss by
laps was: First lap, 2 minubes 41-5 sec-
onds; two laps, 4 minutes 44-5 seconds;
three laps, 6 minutes 4 3-5 seconds.

Col. Carleton Jones and Capt.
Birdwhistie Here to Organize
—What it Means

Col. G. Carleton Jomes, D. G. M. 8,
and Capt. R. J. Birdwhistle, of Ottaws,
secretary of the St. John Ambulance As
sociation, arrived in the city yesterday
to address the meeting in “the beard of
trade rooms this afternoon at 3.30 o’clock.

“You ean rest assured,” said Capt.
Birdwhistle, “that the organization is now
established on a permanent basis. Al
though the Canadian branch was only res
cently organized, the association is at
present giving instructions to more t}mn
1,000 employes.

The C. P. R. have established centres
from coast to coast where their employes
are being instructed in first aid work.
Classes are at present in existence at Syd-
ney Mines. This is the only school that
so far has been established in the east.
It is hoped, however, that after the cr-
ganization of the provincial council in
New Brunswick has been completed the
work will be greatly advanced here.”

“It is mnot proposed in these classes. to
supetsede the physician’s duties, but
rather to look after the injured party dur-
ing that painful time which ensues be-
tween the happening of the accident and
the arrival of the physician. This may
be hours or it may be days in some
cases.”

Should a local association be '‘btarted
here, and he felt sure that it would be,
the lectures would be given by a medieal
practitioner. The lectures would be open
to both sexes. It was the aim of the rs-
sociation to pay special attention to fac-
tory employes, policemen, sailors and all
those who. are generally around Whei€ sc-
cidents would be apt to occur. A series,
of five lectures would be given each week,
with not more than thirty individuak in
each class. Lectures for women exclu-
sively would be given. In addition to
classes on the first aid, instructions. in
home nursing would also be given to the
women. It is surprising, Capt. Birdwhis
tle said, how few women know how te
properly prepare‘s sick bed. Hygiene if
the home is also. an important thing be
cause it deals swith the disposition
waste and refuse matter, and the cleanst
ing generally throughout the house, :
