Confession of a Great Forger.

The N. %. Tribune of the 30th ultimo 
publishes the confession cf Spence Pettis, 
now confined for forgery in the Massa­
chusetts State Prison, and whose pardon 
is sought by the District Attorney of his 
county, that he may be used as a witugss 
to convict Roberts and Gleason, the 
forgers and counterfeiters of railroad 
bonds, who, about two years ago, flooded 
New York .with bogus securities, and 
realized immense sums. In his confes­
sion Pettis implicates Captain James 
Irving and Detective Philip Farley, of 
the New York Detective Polite, as active 
confederates of himself, Gleason and 
Roberts. He moreover tells that Gleason 
and Roberts v^re confederates in this 
country of Bidwell and Ma<4cmald, tho 
famous Bank of England forgers, convict­
ed for life a year and a half ago. 
donaid was arrested here by Irving, and 
Farley and Irving were accused at the 
time by the Bank of England as accessory 
to Macdonald’s forgeries. The correspon­
dence between the defcdbtives and forgers 
was‘‘traced, and finally Macdonald con­
fessed. Farley and Irving went through 
a sham trial by the Police Board, but 
were not removed. The present Board 
will probably put them on trial again. At 
any rate, public confidence in . the whole 
detective force is so little that the Police 
Board have resolved to abolish the squad, 
and re-organize witir new men.
