The receipts of corn have been
liberal, but there hasbeen very little
that would fill contracts, and it has been
got out about as fast as it cawe in.

¥or about a week rumors have been
circulated that a big deal was on. Solid
pames were attached to the rumors this
morning, and the shorts atonuce began
frantic endeavors to cover. December

opened at 48} and 48%, against 48§ at| P

the close yesterday, and within 10 min-
utes sold for 50 cents. This was follow-
ed by a few strong bounds, and the price
quoted was 60cts—all in less than an
hour and a half. The advance included
year corn, which is practically the same
as December, this being the last month
of the year. The closing price today
was 53} cents.

The motive behind the prospective
corner seems to be revenge. John Cuda-
by, J. G. Steever, Charlek Wright and
peveral other provision men who were
short in November, it is said, have
bought from Patton Bros., Bartlett-Fraz-
ier, Coster-Martin and others who were
prominent in the November deal, from
3,000,000 to 5,000,000 bushels of Decem-
ber and year corn, and are prepared to
repay the agony they endured a few
days ago, when they bought for 75 cents
corn they had sold for 50 cents.

There are only abont 270,000 bushels
of contract corn in stor re. It is be-

lived the November cligue sold heavily
for December. They did notget as much
corn as they expected, and now find
themselves heavily short. It is regm.ed
that they are short also in New ork,
and Frazier is now said to be in the
East trying to cover.

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THE CARLETON FERRY.

. The action of the ferry committee yes-
terday afterncon in regard to the
Carleton ferry will meet the approval of
our citizens generally, They decided to
recommend that the fare on the ferry be
established at the uniform rate of one
cent, and that all passes be done away
with, the change to take effect on the
first day of January next. This is in ac-
cordance with the idea which was
put forward in the GazerTe originally
when the one cent ferry was advoeated
in these columns. It might have been
easily understood that where an arrange-
mient for & one cent ferry was involved,
pisses and commuted rates would not
work well, because there could be no
check on the number of persons crossing
as there is under the turnstile system.
The only safety for the public interests is
to have turnstiles at every toll house, 8o
that no one can pass the ferry without
veing recorded. Of course there are
some people in Carleton Who are pre-
pared to gramble at this change. At pres-
ent certain classes pay about 40 cents
per month for their ferriage,while others
pay60ctsa month,and these people com-
plain that the amount that they will have
topay will be. increased to & much
larger sum under the new arrangement.
Such objections of course cannot be al-
lowed to prevailin view of the general
demand that a better system of ‘collect-
ing the ferrage monies be adopted. The
statement . that it will  bear
bhard on the seamstresses and ap-
prentices whoare earning from $1,50 to
$2,00 per week may be true, but that
ought not to be sufficient to prevent a
great public improvement from being ef-
fected. We do not believe that there are
many seamstresses who are earning a8
little as $2,00 per week, and we think
they will not be seriously injured by
having to pay twelve cents & week fer-
riage. We congratulate the ferry com-
mittee of the common council on the
wisdom of their action, and we trust
that what they have done will be en-
dorsed by the common council and will
come into operation.

THE BOARD OF TRADE.
