ELECTRIC LIGHTING.

A Bill will be introduced into the Leg-
islature to-day by Mr. Allen empowering
the city to issue dehentures to the amount
of $6000 at 5 per cent for the purpose «f
enabling the city corporation to purchase
an electric plant, engine, wires and
system for lighting the city streets by
electricity. Those who have seen St.
John by night, or any other city where
the strezts are lighted by electricity,
cannot fail to have noted the vast super..
jority of such a system over that of gas
lighting at present iu vague in this city,
and all our citizens will welcome the
change when once it iz effected here. Of
course as far as Qneen street is concerned ,
the electric lights in the stores at present
keep it sufficient!y illuminated to satisfy
the ordinary pedestrian up to 11 o’clock at
night, but the side and back streets have
always been either imperfectly lighted or
left whollyin the dark, making-it ex..
tremely unpleasant, especially in muddy
or stormy weather, to walk or drive upon
them at all after dark. But with the in-
troduction of a system like that provided
for in this bill, the condition of things
wili change entirely, and the bright elec-
tric lamps on tall poles at each corner
will enable the nocturnal pedestrian to
pursue his wayin comtort. When this

improvement has been actunally inaugur- |-

ated and the electric railway established
between here and Marysville, of which
Mr. Coleman is the promoter, having, it
understood, plenty of American capital at
his back to insure the success of the
scheme, Fredericton will feel itself fully
on equality with its sister cities either in

the Dominion or the United States.

The moon is without water and destitute ol
an atmosphere.

The moon gives out heat enough to affect &
thermometer and make a diflerene of two or
three degrees.
