from this supineness; the officers of our
army have uttered their warnings, and
the press of the country has united in
condemning the policy which, with an
embarrassing surplus in the treasury,
leaves the United States in such a
dangerous and humiliating plight. So
that, when all is said, at least the nation
has been aroused to s knowledge of the
danger which exists along our ocean
boundaries. And when the worst is
said, there is some comfort in the
thought that the ocean itself, while
it may bear hestile fleets to the gates of
our most populous cities, is, in a certain
sense, a barrier to invasion. On the
south, between the. Gulf of Mexico and
the Pacific Ocean, we have for a neighbor
a nation which we at one time fought
and conquered, and with which we are
now on the very friendliest terms of pol-
itical and commercial intercourse; a na-
tion which has the same form of govern-
ment as our own, together
with identity of interests so far as
foreign countries are concerned
and which is, therefore, in many ways a
safe custodian of that defenseless fifteen
hundred miles of frontier. But what can
be said of that other land boundary, that
three thousand five hundred miles which
stretchés across our northern border?
Every one knows that the Dominion of
Canada lies beyond it. But we vemture
to say that there are comparatively few
people who know just what sort of &
power this Dominion of Canada is. Few
countries havé changed more rapidly
than this, in recent years. The Canada
of 1867 is, in fact, entirely different
from the Canada of to-day, both
geographically and politically. Prior
to that date it was but an unimportant
province, extending from the water-shed
west of Lake Superior eastward to Labra-
dor—a region some fourteen hundred
miles in length and from two to four
hundred miles in breadth. The remain-
der of the British possessions consisted
of detached states, many of them sparse-
1y settled, and all of them insignificant
alike to the home government and to
our own. The Dominion of Canada to-
day extends from the Atlantic to the
Pacific, from the forty-ninth parallel,
practically, to the Polar Sea. It is a con-
federation which embraces various prov-
inces of North America, formerly known
as Upper and Lower Canada(now Ontario
and Quebee, respectively). New
Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Prince Edward’s
Island, British [Columbia, and the vast
regions which have been for solong a
time nuder the quasi-government of the
Hudson Bay Company, now designated
as Manitoba and the North-west ZTer-
ritory—in 'fact, the Canada of to-day
embraces the whole of British North
America, except Newfoundland {and
Labrador. Here is a territory as large as
Europe, and nearly as'large as the
United States itself. While the total

At the same time, the un-
developed resources of Canada are enor-
mous and are scarcely realized as yet.
In fact, the results of explorations and
expert investigation all bear testimony to
the astonishing richness of this virgin
country, which is just beginning its
career. The day will come when ships
will ascend the Mackenzie River from
Iludson’s Bay for cargoes of wheat, coal,
iron, petrolenm and hides. There are
ranches even at this present day where
the sun does not set in summe r, and yet,
by virtue of the warm Chin ok wind,
wheat and cattle-raising are profitable
pursuits ; this is a climate popt larly sup-
posed to be given over to snow and the
polar bear. Here, then ,is thes .ectacle of
twogreat nations,almost identical in race,
