Ald. Cameron agreced with the previ-
ous speakers. One argument advanced
against the selection of an architect by
ballot was that they were not compe-
tent to do so. Surely this was obviously
pot correct, because the council seiected
the vanious important corporation ofii-
cals, and if they were able to do this
tghey could choose an architect. Time in
a matter of this sort was a vital con-
sideration, and competition would cause
a waste of it. There would also be a
prospect of a great deal of expense.

Ald. Yates opposed repudiation. Theo-
retically competition was all right, but
gractically, as experience showed, it was
unsatisfactory. In this connection he
pointed out that Mr. Rattenbury had
met erected a building in the city which
came anywhere near his estimate,

Ald. Barnard was surprised at the new
development of scruples against a change
of aftitude, as expressed by the previous
apeaker. Yow avonr we deviations on
1he bridge and water questions last year,
As to the present matter he believed that
competition was the only fair way of
sejecting the best man,

Gentlemen:—As one of those who signed
the paper suggesting! that an architect be
welected from among those in the city, to
prepare plans for the Carnegie library, in-
stead of having a competition, allow me to
say that I did so advisedly. I believe that
as great satisfaction can be obtained by so
deing than by competition. Mr. Ratten-

bury can afford, probably, to pose as op-
Posed to this suggestion, because he has
Deen more fortunate in his efforts than any
wother man, perhaps, in this country. I
%ave been engaged in my profession for
over twenty-five years, have entered many
vempetitions, been successful in many, yet
I amp as firmly convinced, even more so to-
day than I was twenty years ago, that the
®Best results are not obtained in competi-
tion. It may be, as is asserted, that all
public buildings are erected from competi-
tive plans, but this does not prove that
the system is a satisfactory one. In fact,
#0 unsatisfactory has it been that serious
discussions have taken place In more than
one architectural association as to ‘the ad-
visabllity of architects taking part in
them, and many of the most prominent
architects in this country, I might say in
the world, will not engage in competitions
on general principles. The general consen-
sus of opinion among architects all over
4he world Is that while in principle com-.
petitive work is good, yet in practice it is
mot so0, because: 1st. The results are often- .
times contrary to the actual requirements
aimed at. 2nd. The awards are often the’
wesult of adjudicators’ pre-conceived ideas
of what should be, and not what is actual-
iy wanted or called for. Conditions being
dssned upon which a competition is to be
conducted, being frequently set aside to
allew of greater freedom on the judges’
art. Thus it has become almost an axiom
in competitions that the less attention paid
to issued conditions the greater the chances
©of success, and the closer the competitor
abides by the conditions the more certain
he is to be unsuccessful. 3rd. The expense
dn preparing plans is often, and as a rule
wmore than can be earned by any premium
ebtained, thus entailing a great finanecial
%088 to the unsuccessful. 4th. Because no
adjudicator {s able to certify that any set
of plans submitted can be, or will be, car-
wled out for the amount stipulated in condi-
tions. The plans usually submitted in a
competition heing sketch plans at most,
mo details or other information being sub-
mitted upon which a correct estimate may
de formed. And if the adjudicator he a
wmen-res’dent, sti!! more Is the discrepancy
fiable to be.

MEETING OF MINING
MEN IS ABANDONED

The American Institute Will Not Visit
Victoria Owing to Inability to
Secure Trains,

Victorians will learn with regret that |
the convention of the American lnstitute |
of Mining Emngineers, which was to 'be
held in this city in July next, has been
abandoned. A circular issued from the
office of the secretary, New York, con-

|

tains the following notification:
“It is hereby announced with greaf re-

next in British Columbia, with an excur-
sion to Alaska, has been suddenly ren-
dered impracticable by the withdrawal
on the part of the Canadian and Ameri-
can railroads of assurances previously
given as to cars for the proposed trip.
The Puliman Company had been able
to assure us of ample cars for one way,
but could not provide the equipment for
the return journey. The reason for this
step is the unprecedented demand ' for
cars. for the regultr traffic. 'Applications
and negotiations in every possible quar-
ter have resulted in the conviction that
it is impossible to secure even one spe-
cial trair for the journey to British
Columbia amd back. The abandonment
of this trip is doubly regretted because
it is known to the undersigned that in
many cases other plans for the sumnrer
have been given up for this excunsion;
and our friends.in British Columbia and
Alaska had in view elaborate enterfain-
ment, and committees have been actively
engaged in arranging the details. This
resuit has come as a surprise, and the
present announcement of it is made at
the earliest possible moment after its
certainty was assured.”

As before stated, this news will be re-
ceived with regret as it was recognized
in all quarters that the gathering of
several hundred influential mining men
would prove a splendid advertisement
for the city, bringing it into prominence
in all parts of the continent represented
by the delegates. The Tourist Associa-
tion intended putting forth spevial efforts
to make the stay of the visitors pleasant,
while a local committee hhs been busy
tor some time preparing for their recep-
tion and entertainment. The commit-
tee consisted of Sir Henri Joly and Hon.
Col. Prior, honorary chairman; W, F.
Robertson, provincial mineralogist,
chairman; W. M, Brewer, secretary, and
the local members of the institute, of
whom there are twelve. Hearing of the
abandonment of the meeting a Times
representative on Tuesday looked up
Mr. Brewer and learned from him the
circumstances which he courteously ex-
plaived as follows:

“All the arrangements had been com-
pleted by the secretary’s office in New
York and committees had been organized
in Vietoria to prepare for the reception
and entertainment of the members to
whom formal invitation had been extend-
ed by the Premier and Minister of Mines
on behalf. of the provincial government.
The use of the legislative building had
also been offered for the place of meet-
ing, providing the House was not in ses-
sion at the time. The Premier and Min-
ister of Mines and other members of the
executive had inserted an amount in the
estimates which the legislature was to
be requested to appropriaté for suit-
able entertainment during the visit of
the members to the province;

“The arrangements had gone so far
that the schedule for the train service |
had been issued, and was in the hands!
of the local officials of the C.P.R., when,
owing to the fact that the increased
traffic over the road had made such an
abnormal demand on the department of !
the C. P. R., they were obliged to wifth-
draw their promise of equipment for
special trains. The secretary at New
York was also informed by the Pullman
Compary that they must also withdraw
their promise for cars owing to the ex-
ceptional demand for their cars by their
regular contract customers, the Ameri-
can - railroads. The Pullman Company
offered to furnish fhe uecessary cars for
the trip westward bound, provided it was
between the 24ith of June and early por-
tion of July, but refused to allow their
cars to run over the C, P. R. on ac-
count of fhe length of time they would
be required by the excursionists. The
Pullman Company would not agree to
furnish cars for the eastward bound trip.
This decision of the Fullman Company
was made notwithstanding the fact that
the presidents and vice-presidents of
several Ameriean railroads exerted their
irfluence with that company in endeavor-
ing to persuade fhem to alter their de-
cision. As a last resort Mr., Hill, of
the Great Nortiern, was appealed te. on
his return from Europe, and, despite the
fact that he is a wery active friend of
the American insfitute, he had to ac-
knowledge that it would be impossible to
carry ont the programme for a meeting
in British Columbia during the present
summer.”

Mr. Brewer received a letter from the
secretary’s office, New York, last even-
ing, in which the writer states he is di-
rccted by the members of the council: to
him (Mr. Brewer) and the
commiti{ee, which had been organized té
provide for the visifors’ entertainment,
their . gratitude for the efforts already
expended jn*'behalf of the institute and
the cenncil's great disappointment that
conditions made 1t necessary to forego
thie pleasure of a meeting in British Co-
lumbia during the ‘present year. The
writor says: “It ‘is 'hoped that in 1905
the matter can be brought up and that
your co-operation may be secured again
af, that time.”

DELEGATES REPORT,

Statement of Matters Dealt With
Ottawa by Premier and At-
torney-General.

at

The report of the .delegates from the
provincial government to Ottawa has
been brought down to the House,

The matters requiring attention as out-
lined in Premvier Prioi’s initial interview
with Sir Wilfrid Lauarier 1
of the executive couuncil are given as fol-
lows:

“Readjustment ¢f <he financial rela-
tions of the province with the Dominion.
The question of fisheries in British Col-
umbia, TLe rezulation of Mongolian im-
migration, The right of the province to
a greater share of the revenue arising
out of the cperation of the Chinese Im-
migration Act. Readjn nt of some
of the boundaries of I« reserves in
British Coiumbia, in accordance with the
agreement arrived at some years ago be-
tween the two nei viz., that
the boundaries of Indian reserves should
be readjusted from time to time in ac¢-
‘cordance with the growth or diminution
of the Indian population. There were
also several matters, such as the rights
of the province to foreshores and the
minerals under the same; the minerals
under Indian reserves; the salaries of
judges, and the co-operation of the two
governments in respect to railway con-
struction, which it was desired to discuss
with the various ministers having
charge, respectively, of such matters.”

In regard to the readjustment of fin-
ancial relations, “so far as the claims of
British Columbia were coincident with
the ciaims of the other provinces, the
delegation was heartily in sympathy with
them and was working in accord. The
position of British Columbia was, how-
ever, a unique one, owing to its peculiar
geographical configuratien, its remote-
ness from the Eastern trade centres, and
other conditions which would be referred
to in due season, and on account of these
considerations the delegation eclaimed
that, while the resclutions of the Quebec
conference of provincial premiers are in
the right direction, they do not go far
enough, so far as the province of British
Columbia is concerned.”

On the Oriental question the report
says: - “Sir Wilfrid Laurier pointed o€t
thaty with reference to the Japanese, the
Japanese government had of its own voli-
tion restricted immigration from Japan
to a practically prohibitive point, and
that the enactment of legislation on the
lines of the Natal Act was not only whol-
ly unnecessary but would be gratuitous-
ly insulting to a friendly power with
which the Dominion government was
desirous of cultivating the most friendly
trade relations. Sir Wilfrid said thdt
the Dominion government would not in
the future disallow anti-Chinese legisla-
tion which it was competent for the pro-
vincial legislature to pass, but would dis-
countenance discrimination so far as the
Japanese were concerned. In respeet to
the refund of the Chinese head tax to
the province, Sir Wilfrid Laurier point-
ed out that an act had been passed at
the last session of the Dominion parlia-
ment providing for an order-in-council
for a refund of 50 per cent. after July
1st, 1902. The delegation urged that the
order-in-council be passed immediately,
and that the act should be amended al-
lowing the province 75 per cent., and
should apply to the whole period during
which the Chinese Restriction Act had
been.in force.”

At a mecting Leld in the office of the
Minister of the Interior, the following
questions were discussed: ‘1. The read-
justment of the boundaries of Indian re-
serves, by which a return to the province
should be made of any portion of suc¢h’
reserves too large for the depleted
tribes, in accordance with the agreement
originally made with the Dominion gov-
ernment. Hon. Mr. Sifton promised to
take the matter up immediately with Mr.
Vowell, Indian commissioner in British
Columbia, whom he had sent for, and
give an early reply. 2. Mineral rights
in Indian reserves. The minister thought
that the matter was one easy of ar-
rangement, and promised to send the
government of British Columbia a pro-
position at an early date. He said that
the administration of mineral lands in
the railway belt according to arrange-
ment had worked well and satisfactorily.
3. Nicola Indian reserve, False Creek In-
dian reserve, all of which were matters
brought to the attention of the proyvincial
government by correspondence.”

The report contains the detailed state-
ments with respect to the fishery ques-
tions, better terms and various other
matters laid before the Federal authori-
ties.

FROZEN TO DEATH.

Yukoner’'s Terrible Experience in the
North—Hay Is Fifteen Cents
a Pound.

John Pane has been reported frozen to
death near Rampart, says a Dawson
Gispatch. He became exhausted on the
trail while crossing Baker creek. The
cverflow water made it necessary for
him to put on boots. He broke through
the ice as far as his waist. His feet be-
gan to freez2. His partner removed his
boots and rubbed the feet with snow,
which only made matters worse. His
partner then carried him until he also
began to freeze., Pape crawled a mile
on his hands and knees, and then lay
down and died. He was a German and
kailed from San Francisco.

Hay has advanced to 15 cents a peund,
and eggs to 330 a case in Dawson.
Cream and sugar are very short.

BRAKEMAN’S DEATH.

A long string of ore dumps was being
backed up the Phoenix hill at 9.30, with
Conductor Ed. Sterling in charge. The
caboose was on the forward end and F. BE.
Donohoe, a brakeman, stood on the lower
step of the car as it backed up the grade.
In some unknown manner Donohoe evi-
dently slipped and fell under the wheels
of the caboose, and five cars passed over
him, cutting his head and one limb off
clean. No one saw the fatality, and con-
sequently exactly -how it occurred will
never be known.
