FREDERICTON, March 16 —Mr. Barchill
moved his resolution 1 favor of maritime
‘union. Previous to contederation, he said,
thi-~ question had been discussed in the New
B unswick Legslature, haviog tirst come up
in' 1864, when a proposition was received
from the Legislature of Nova Scotia by the
Legislature of New Brunswick and Prince
Edward Island, for the appoiatment of dele-
gates to arrange preliminaries of union.
Later in the same seéssion, on 9th of April, a
resolution moved by Mr. Tilley was passed
requesting the Lieutenant-Governor to ap-
point delegates, not to exceed five in number
to confer withthe delegates from other pro-
vinces. The resolution was passed and a
favorable reply received from the G overnor,

THE FIRST ATTEMPT.
The delegates met at Charlottetown, but in
the meantime questions had arisen of excep-
tional difficalty between the previnces of old
Canada, and delegates from that quarter
came down and met with the maritime re-
presentatives at Charlotteeown, and the
question of union' of the Maritime Provinces
was swallowed in the larger one of union of
all the. provioces of British America. In
the debates of the New Brunswick House of
1865, His Honor’s speech states that the re-
port of the uuion delegates will be laid be-
fore the Houge, but he (Burchill) had not
been able to lay his bguds on that report,
However, in a discussion which sgbsequently
took place it appears that several members
of the House condemned the delegates for
exceeding their daty. It was evident that at
that time tha union of the Maritime Provin-
ces was considered a yery important question,
and there were a great many pgople in this
provinge at the present day who thought
ghat such a union would have been
PREFERABLE TO CONFEDERATION,

That, howener, was not the subject now
ander discussion in this Homse. The people
of these proviaces haviing aceepted the
terms of confederation, it was the duty to
sbide by them and make the Dominion of
Canada a vigorovs na‘ionulity and one of the
brightest gems in the British Crown. He
thought if the subject of maritime union was
important than jt was none the Jess impor-
taot now.

THE SECOND ATTEMPT,

In the following year, 1866, resolutions had
been rece ved from the House of Assembly
and Legislative Council of Nova Scotia ask-
ing that negotiations he renewed for the
union of the Maritme Provinces. A motion
was presented to this House asking the
Governor to apgoint delegates to that end,
but there the matter terminated, confedera.
tioo having been consummated.

tion was moved by Mr. Willis, but he had
been unable to find ont what decision the
Houss had expressed. While it was the
fact that by the confederation act many of
the more important eubjects of legislation
had been transferred to the federal parlia-
ment, there were still left questions of im-
portance to be dealt with by the Local
Legislatures, and he contended that by a
union of the maritime legislatures, those
questions would be decided more wpon
national grounds and apart from local or
sectional considerations then was the case
at present. The proposed union would be
IN THE INTEREST OF ECONOMY.
The population of the maritime Prosfuces
was much less thao that of Ontario, yet we
had three kingdoms in miniatare. Oae gov-
ernor,one legislative council and one executive
couneil and one house of assembly could do the
legislative work required, and in the main-
tenance of departmental buildings and public
offices a large saving could be made. A
large saving also would be effected for the
people of the Dominion as a whole by a re-
duction in federal subsidies.
THE REPRESENTATION OF THE COUNTIES
could be largely decreased. Why was it
counties having only one Dominion repre-
sentative should now have three or four
local memb-rs? The reason was that the
executive might not have too great a prepon-
derance in the House. By having only one
executive for the three provinces the repre-
sentation ocould be decreased by, at least,
one-third. Matters connected with law
practice, too, would be greatly simplified by
upion. The Queen’s writ should be extend
over all the provinces. .The Maritime Pro-
vinces also are connected very closely in a
businues way. -A very large amount of trade
wag carried on between St.- John and the
¢rast of Nova Scotia, and the northern sec-
tions of New Bruoswick did much business
with Halifax and other Nova Scotia ports.

FrepericroN, March -17th: Hon. Pro-
vinoial Secretary Mitchell, seconded by
Hon. Mr. Blair,moved the government resola
tions for the argumentation of the provincial
revenues, as follows: —

“Whereas, The expectations with which
the government and legislature of this pro-
vince have looked forward to an increase 1n
the populatior. of the province sufficien to
yvield at least $30,000 additional revenune by
way of subsidy from the Dominion govern-
meunt have not been reahzed; and
«Whereas, The ad.dition of that amount
to the provincial revenue at the present time
without imposing direct taxation upon the
people of the province, would meet with
public favor and would enable the legislature
not only to preserve the equilibrium between
income and expeaditure and provide for the
increasing demands of the various services,
but would also admit, if desired, of a special
snd substantial effort being made for the
eucouragement throughout the several coun-
ties of the province of dairy and agricaltaral
wndustries, and would also enable the legis-
lature, if deemed advisable, te co-operate
with the local authorities in constiucting at
the port of St. John terminal railway facil.
ities and deep water accomodation for ocean

steamears, with 8 view tosecpre 3 market in
the mother country for surplus agriédl-
taral products of our people; and
«“Whereas, In the opinion of the house it
would be practicable, withont resorting to
direct taxation upon the people of this prov-
ince, to realize such an additional revenue
by requiring insurance companies,banks tele-.
graph, telephone, trust and loan, express
and street railway companies doing business
within the province and enjoying therein
special corporate privileges, to contribute to
the revenue of the province; therefore
¢Resolved. That it is expedient to provide
for the payment by each of the above mem-
tioned companies of anapnual sum to the
receiver general of the province, the amount
syable in each case to be fixed upon such
just and equitable basis as the legislature
may by act of assembly provide.”
NO¥-INCREASE SHOWN BY THE CENSUS,

After referring to dis«ppointing results of
the last cegens and to the fact that New
Brunswick, for ten years to come at least,
cannot expect to realize any.  additional
revenue from increase of population, Mr.
Mitchell dealt with the inalequacy of the
provision made at confederation for the

maintenance of the public services of the
pmvin:és, and the agitation for better
terms, which resulted in an increase of
Dominion subsidy being graoted in 1873.
He next referred to the railway subsidies
act of 1874 by which the province. in six
years, iuvcurred a debt of $800,000, involv-
ing an interest obligation of $40,000 a year.
He (Mitchell) did not believe it was con*
templated by the fathers of confederation
that such an expenditure for public works
should be undertaken, as the government of
that day undertook. But they were pressed
by the representatives and the latter by
their constituents, the wedge was entered
and all succeeding legislatures have been
driving it home until now the bonded debt
is over $2,000,000.

 WHAT HAS CAUSED THE SHORTAGE.

He traced the history of the several rail-
way measures demanded by the people of
the province and said chat if the govern-
ment in 1881, '82 and ’'83—the government
which passed the sweeping act of 1882—
been obliged to pay the interest which the
province now has to pay, there would have
been large annual deficits.

Under the estimates already made for
1892, the expenditure would be $645.175.81
while the estimated revenue was $627,490.-
08 leaving an estimated deficit of $17,-
685.73; so that he thought it was clear that
from gear to year since. 1888'supposing the
province had heen obliged to carry the debt
o -tailed by the two railway subsidy acts of
1874 and 1882, there would have bauen large
aunual defiz ts to face. From 1885 up to
1889 there hal bzen very little fluctuation
in the revenue. In 1885 the revenue was
$617,194; in 1886 $0634,573; in 1838/ absut
}630,000. There were receipts

It
was certain that the claimsof Restigouce,
Carleton and Victoria would, in the future,
have to receive consideration.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said it had been shown
to the house beyond the poasibility of con-
tradiction that the controllable expendi-
ditures of the government were kept with-
in as close a figure as possible. It might be
possible that a few dollars could be saved
here or there, but the sum total of all pos-
sible savings would not be safficient to
meet the demands upon the reveuue of the
country at the present time,

STOCKTON AGAINST THE LUMBERMEN.
It might be said that the stampage could be
increa-ed, but what did the lumber commis-
gion find as to the present rate of stumpage
on the North Shore?

Dr. Stockton—They find that 20 per cent.
of it was not collected by your scalers.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell—They say that the
operators of the North Shore under the
present rate of stumpage are losing money
even though they may get the best end of
the scale. He thought it was clear from
the report of the lumber commissioners
that it would mean simply ruin to these
operators to increase the present rate. True
it had beea said that the lumber as it stood
in the forest was worth more than the
stumpage now charged. He could under-
stand a process of logic by which that con-
clusion might be arrived at. It was claimed
by some that it would be better for the pro-
vince to lock up its lumber lands entirely
for the next ten years and put a prohibitory
tax upon the lumber, at the end of which
time the duty could be taken off our lumber
going into the States and the province
would be recouped for all the money it had
been compelled in the meantime to borrow.
But men who talked that way did not stop
to reflect what effect such a policy would
have upon the people of the province.
They forget that millions of dollars were
invested in the lnmber industry; that thous-
ands of people were dependent upon it for
their livelihood and that if this industry
was closed down our population instead of
remaining stationary would decrease in the
next 10 years by 50,000 people.

In conclnsion, Mr. Mitchell said it was
clear that the revenue of the province was
not sufficient to meet the expenditures of the
present time or of the immediate futare. He
might enlarge upon the necessity that ex-
isted of doing more for the agricultural
interests than was now being donme, but
that would be to repeat what had already
been well enforced upon the attention of the
housé. No matter what party was in pow-
er in this province the quesiton before them
now would be : How are you going to keep
up the equilibrium between iocome and ex-
penditure? Are you going to cut down the
grants to our public services, our bye-roads,
schools, or- hospitals, or are you going to
resort to some other method of raisinga
revenue? (Applause.) \
MR. HANINGTON’S OBJECTS AND IS SQUELCHED.
Mr. Hanington submitted that the resolu-
tion, involving as it did, direct taxation,
should have been preceded by a message
from the governor; secondly, that this was
not the resolution tabled the other day, and
therefore no notice had been given.

Hon. Mr. Blair claimed that' the sauthori-
ties relied om by Mr. Hanington clearly re-
ferred to cases of approbation of public
money and not to the levying of a tax. He
admitted that the resolution was a new one.
This, however, was not an ordinary com-
mittee of supply. It was a sommittee of
ways and means for raising the supply to be
granted her majesty. There was no limita-
tion to the power of that committee so far as
the introduction of resolutions was concern-
ed.

After a lengthy discussion the point was
referred to the speaker, who decided against
the objection ou both branches. Mr. Han-
ington said that the subject “now before the
house haviog been quite freely discussed in
the debateon the budget, it would not be
necessary that fie should address the com-
mittee at the length he would otherwise
have done. The committee now stood ina
relation to the public that it had never be-
fore ogcupied in the history of the province,
namely, that upon it, as upon the house,
would rest the responsibility or otherwise
of introducing direct taxation upon the
people in one of its most obnoxious forms.
He then went on to critcize the position of
the goverument speaking until recess.
Resuming after recess, he talked against
time, assailing Senator Snowball, drawihg
lessons from the downfall of Mercier and ex-
patiating on *‘Selick and the bear.” He
bad exhausted the house and himself by
10.30 o’clock when he moved the followiog
amendment, seconded by Dr. Stockton:—
“Strike out all the preamble and resolution
and in it place insert: —

*‘Resolved, That while this conmittee ap-
proves of every pnssible ail being granted to
encourage and advance the dary and other
farming interests of the province and to con-
struct ani maintain all necessary public
works and services, we believe that with an
economical and efficient maoagement of
pubiic affairs by the executive government,
such aid can be seeured without resort to the
e_stab’l‘xshmeuc of a system of direct taxa-
tion.

Hon. Mr; Pagsley followed in defence of
the government's policy.

Dr. Alward spoke next, condemning the
resolution, which, he contended, provided
for direct taxation.

At 1245 the committee rose to resume
further consideration of the matter to-morrow
afternoon.

THE BALCOM DRAFT.

FREDERICTON, March, 18—The subject of

Some
attention was directed to the matter and he
sent for Mr Balcom. The latter came hers,
but he (Ryan), being ill, did not see him.
Mr. Balcowm, it seems, went before the pyblic
accounts committee and the papers reported
that he sald he' had not got the money.
Atter _going back to St. John Mr. Balcom
wrcte that he had the money and wonld
accoupt for it in his negt retyrns. He (Ryan)
was pot satistied with this explanation,
neither was the attorney general, and it was
resolved to hold an investigation. It was,
therefore, decided that the auditor general
should go to St. Joha and examine Mr. Bal-
com under oath, The auditor general did go
down, bat Mr. Balcom degliyed to he sworp
stating that he had the money. that the
work was being done, and that he would
make his return under oath at the close of
the year. Hec went on with the work and
the expenditure was made.
