CALCUTTA, April 8—Stephenson
gave a ready and a contemptuous reply
to the famous poser about the cow on
the .railway, but in Madras the mod-
era enginzer finds the local variant of
the problem sufficlently embarassing.

It is just possible that a very inter-
esting discovery of anclent manu-
scripts will be made in the near future.
As one result of the visit of the Ameer
to Calcutta attention has been direct-
ed to a small community of Christians
from Armenia who have been living in
Cabul for very many generations.
These people in the time of the late
Ameer Abdur Rahman had dwindled
down "to ten families. They were for
reasons unknown banished to Pesha-
war, and brought down with them a
collecti:n of manuscripts said to be of
fmmense value and antiquity. Indeed
they are so old that none of the famil-
fes possessing them are able to read
them. It appears that the priesthood
had died out amongst these Christians
fn Cabul and the community was too
remote to be able to get priests from
elsewhere, tlence the mneglect of the
sacred writings. In the traditional his-
tory of Armenia reference is made to
@n “Afghan” country where the early
Christians found a refuge from perse-
cution. It has hitherto been thought
that by “Afghan” country was meant
the mountainous regions in the vicin-
ity of Georgia.

German commercial enterprise is
ubiquitous. The exhibition of Indian
industries at Calcutta was
Swadeshi. Hence the
felt themselves aggrieved when they
were informed by a member of a re-
gearch station connected with their in-
dustry that he had visited at the ex-
hibition the stall of Messrs. Meister
Lusius Brunig of Hoexhest. Germany
(so the name is given in the Indian pa-
pers) to discover there specimens of the
firm’s synthetic dyes, including arti-
ficlal indigo.

During
the past six months they appealed to
various sportemen in the station to go
out, as the tigress had killed cattle
twice and three times a week, but the
idea of obtaining sport less than fifty
miles from Bangalore was generally
scouted.

beaten all day, and finding no trace
gave up his gun to a beater and walked
on ahead through some scrub to his
carriage. On the way the tigress sprang
across his path but mised him, and on
the coolies making a noise she got
away. The villagers after long watch-
ing eventually shot the tigress, got the
reward and for two days crowds held
festival over her carcase.

Events are moving fast indeed when
one finds the eastern ladies taking to
a bicycle. A Rangoon lady has purchas-
ed one for her own use. So far as is
known this is the first purchase of its
kind by a lady wearing the orthodox
Buddhist dress. About six years ago a
Rangoon importer offered a prize of
Rs. 500 and a cycle to any Burmese
lady who would ride round Fytche-
square gardens, but the offer was not
taken up.

Nana Sahib still lives, at least in the
memory of the people, It is a remark-
able fact that a wild rumor recently
w'ent through Allahabad that the pre-
scribed rebel came there on the Makar
Sankranti day for a dip in the holy
waters of the confluence of the Ganges
and the Jumna,~and for the perform-
ance of some religious rites during the
eclipse of the sun. Of course he vanish-
ed before the police got a hint of his
presence. The story is of course abso-
lutely false, but it is curious that it
should ever have been invented.

Indian devil traps are endless in their
variety. The latest was described by a
traveller at Comilla who wrote:

“It is proverbial that superstition

dies hard, but I was scarcely prepared |
for a sight I personally witnessed this |
morning. Passing one of the hospital\‘
wards I was just in time to observe'
an old woman smuggling an antiquated
drake beneath the coverings of one of |
the beds. After the usual pervarica-!
tions the reason for this procedure was |
extracted. The drake fulfilled the of-
fice of the ancient scapegoat. The pa-|
tient, the woman declared, was posses- |
sed of a devil; the devil would enter
the body of the bird, and the slaughter
of the latter would result in the dis-|
comfiture of the evil spirit.”

BUSINESS HAMPERED
©_BY STRKE IN BOSTON

Three Hundred and Fifty Teamsters (Quit
Work ~— Freight Gongestion
Feared,

BOSTON, Mags.,, April 3.—~With 350
determined teamsters refusing to work
unless granted increase in wages and
a reduction in the hours of labor, and
with the men of two non-union firms
in full sympathy with the movement,
the strike which was inaugurated to-
day against seven of the largest truck-
ing firms of the ecity, resulted in a
threatened glut of freight at the
wharves and rallroad stations, and
also, it is feared, may extend to firms
that have already signed the union
agrement. There were no disorders to-
day, the strikers obeyed the instruc-
tions of their leaders and kept away
from the barns and also from the busi-
ness section of the city. Remembering
some of the troubles during the strike
five years ago, the police determined
not to be caught unprepared and large
details of officers were placed through
the business section and the barns and
the freight terminals. Several arrests
were made.

A number of the firms affected byi

the strike thought before business
opened this morning that some of the
employees would remain loyal, but
not a man reported for work. The re-
presentatives of the firms declared to-
night that they would start out teams
in the morning.

When the merchants of the city re-
alized that the strike was on today,
they applied to the two firms which
have employed non-union men for sev-
eral years, to help them move their
merchandise. There firms were the R.
S. Brine Transportation Company and
Youlden, Smith and Hopkins. The lat-
ter firm has some union men in its
employ. When the drivers of these
two firms were ordered to assist the
companies against which the strike
was almed they refused to work, and
many of the men reported at the strike
headquarters and there registered as
union men.

The extension in this manner of the
strike to the non-union firms had the
effect of causing great delay in. the

MOLASSES SUIT

Exchequer Court Decides That Crown is
Entitled to Extra Duty for
Mixed Product.

OTTAWA, April 8,—In the exchequer
court today, judgment was delivered
in the case of Lorenzo G. Crosby vs.
The King. On the 19th day of May,
1904, the claimant entered for ware-
house at the port of St. John (N. B.),
221 puncheons of molasses, alleged to
have been purchasged in Porto Rico, im-
ported via New York. Suspicion fell
upon the correctness of the entries
and 116 puncheons were seized on the
ground' that the statements made in
the entry papers as to the molasses be-
ing in the original packages and not
having been mixed, were untrue.

Pending the decision of the minister
of customs, a deposit of $1,308.44 was
made to correspondent to the amount
of the true duty payable on the molas-
ses by the claimant. The claimant was
not the real owner of the molasses, but
was consignee thereof for the N. W.
Taussig Company, of, New York.

Judgment for the ecrowd, with costs
against the claimant, the court hold-
ing that the claimant had not estab-
lished that the molasses was in the
original packages when entered for
duty.

The Assessors shall ascer-
tain, as nearly as possible, the partic-
ulars of the Real Estate, the Personal
Estate, and the Income of any person
who has not brought in a statement in
accordance with their notice, and as re-
quired by this Law, and shall make an
estimate thereof, at the true value and
amount, to the best of their informa-
tion and belief; and such estimate shall
be conclusive upon all persons who
have not filed their statements in due
time, unless they can show a reason-
able excuse for the omission.”

No person =hall have an
abatement unless he has filed with the
Assessors the statement, under oath,
within the time hereinbefore required;

cause why the statement was not filed
in due time as herein provided.”
