Last might in conformity with the
proclamation of the health officials
the theatres closed their doors until
further notice. The schools closed
in the afternoon and from now until
further notice no public meetings of
any kind will be allowed. This ap-
plies to all fraternal socleties g
well as to churches and public orga-
nizations.

Soldiers Not Confined.

A request has been made to the
military authorities to confine the
soldiers to barracks for a time, but it
is understood that up to the present
they have not expressed their inten-
tion of doing this as they contend
when the moving picture houses and
pool rooms arve closed there is no
need for them to be kept in barracks.
Dr. Roberts pointed out to The Stand-
ard, however, that they would be
visiting at the homes of friends in
the city and would be very likely to
carry infection to the barracks to
their comrades, or on the other hand
might be likely to carry infection

Other Restrictions.
