Letters by the Emperors of China
and Germany.

Berlin, Oct. 2—The following is the text
of the Chinese Emperor’s message to Em-
peror William of Germany: g

“Greeting—That your majesty’s minister
has falien a victim to the rising which sud-
denly broke out in China without our
officials being able to prevent it, whereby
our friendly relations were disturbed, is
deeply deplored and regretted. By decrce
we order that sacrifice be made on an al-
tar for the deceased and Chief Sécretary
Kun Yang has been instrycted to pour
libations on the altar. The commercial
superintendents of the Northern and
Southern ports have been ordered to take
the needful measures concerning the con-
veyance of the coffin of the deceased. When
it reaches Germany a second offering shall
be made on an altar.

“Germany has always maintained the
friendliest relations with China. We there-
fore entertain the hope that your majesty
will renounce all resentment so that peace
may be arranged as soon as possible and
that universal harmony be rendered pcs-
sible for all time. "This is our most anxi-
ous hope and our most ardent wish.”

Emperor Williim replied September 39,
as follows:

*“P'o the Emperor of China:

“I, the German Emperor, have received
the telegram of your majesty, the lm-
peror of China. [ have observed with satis-
faction ¢hat your majesty is anxious to
expiate, according to the custom and pre-
cept of your religion, the shameful murder
of my minister which set at naught all
civilization. Yet, as the German lmperor
and a Christian, T cannot regard that
abominable crime as atoned for by a liba-
tion. Beside mny murdered minister, there
have gone before the throne of God a
large number of our brethern of Christian
faith, bishops and missionaries, womnen

and children who, for the sake of their
faith, which is also mine, have died the

; violent death of martyrs and are accusers

of your majesty. Do the libations com-

! manded by your majesty suffice for all

these innocent ones? 1 do not make your
majesty personally responsible for the out-
rage against the legations, which are held
inviolable among all nations, nor for the
grievous wrongs done s0 many nations
and faiths and to the subjects of your
majesty of my Christian belief, but, the
advisers of your majesty’s throne and the

. officials on whose heads rests the blood

guilt of a crime which fills all Christian
pations with horror, must expiate their
abominable deed.  When your majesty
brings them to the punishment they have
deserved, that I will regard as an expia-
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tion which will satisfy the nations of
Christendom.

“If your majesty will use your imperial
power for this purpose accepting to that
end the support of all the injured nations,
I, for my part, declare myself agreed on
that point. I should also gladly welcome
the return of your majesty tc Pekin. For
dersee, will be instructed not only to re-
ceive your majesty with the honors due
your rank, but he will also afford your
majesty the military protection you may
desire and which you may need against
the rebels.

“] also long for peace which makes
good wrongs done and which offers to all
foreigners in China security for life and,
pronerty and, above all, for the free ser-
vice of their relizion.

All Europe Expects to Commence Negotia-
tions.

Wastington, Oct. - 2.—Favorable nlews
has reached Washington from the Euro-
pean chancellories indicating that a com-
plete sgreement as to China is within
sight. The agreement will be on the basis
of the pronositions laid down by Secretary
Hay in his note of July 3 and the subse-
quent notes treating of that subject. The
accord of Russda with the United States
is more complete than was anticipated at
first and the reports show that all of the
Eurojran nations probably are placing
themselves in position to take advantage
of the opening made by the United States
and soon will he ready te begin negotia-
tion for a settlement with Chintse gov-
ernment. The Russians already bave
given nctice of such purpose and while
the text of the Frendh note on this sub-
jedt wferred to in today’s despatches has
not reached the state department, the
officials are satisfied that this is correctly
reported and that France like Russia -is
ready to negotiate at once.

As for Germany, either the positicn of
that government has been misunderstoud
or it has sustained a change of mind.
Possibly the former is the case; but how-
ever that may bz, it is quite certain from
the advices which have rcached Washing-
ton today that the German government
upon careful inspection of the p'ans for a
settlement projected by the United States,
finds thercin nothing inconsistent with
{he German aspirations.

1t may be statied that, altogether, the
prospects of an adjustment of the Uhinese
difficulty without resort to formal war
are very much brighter than they were
a week ago.

The news developments of the day
were few, being confined to a cablegram
from Mr. Conger reciting the depanture
of the Russian minister and suite from
| Pekin and an authesitication by Minister
Wu for the edict providing for the punmish-
ment of Tuan and the guilty princes.

Skirmish Near Pekin.
(Copywright 1900, The Associated Press.)

Pekin, Wednesday, Sept. 26, via Taku,
Saturday, Sept. 29 and Shanghai, Oct. 2.
—The German columpn, consisting of 1,700
men under Gen. Von Hoopfaer, encounter-
ed a small Boxer force south of the im-
perial decr park yesterday, and killed 40
of the Chinese during a fight which feliow-
el. The Chinese were put to flight and
seattered. Four Germans were wounded.

Hsin, member of the Tung Li Yamen
and noted anti-foreign statesman and a
patron of the Boxers, has been captured
in the imperial city by the Jopanese. His
fate has not been determined upoun.

Pekin, Sept. 25, via Shanghai, Oct. 2=
The object of yesterday’s movement south
of the Imperial Hunting Park was to
punish the Chincse for firing on a Ger-
man patwol. Gien. Von Hoseptner's force,
which included a battery, burned several
villages where arms were found.

The German commander then proceed-
ed to Nan Hung Nen and dispersed a
body of “Boxers” outside the town. Half
wore armed with rifles and the others
with pikes and swords. Some of them
advanced to within 20 yard: of the Ger-
man rifies, prrforming “Boxer”: exercises
and were mowed down.

Murder of Two Missionaries.

washington, Oct. 2~Mr. Goodnow, consul
general of the United States at Shanghal,
reports to the department of state in his
despateh of August 25th, 1200, just reczived,
the murder of two American missionarics,
M:ss Hatiie J. Rice and Miss Mary E. Hus-
ton, both of the China Inland Mission, and
stationed at Lu ‘Cheng, in Shang Si prov-
ince. It is undersimod that a sister of Miss
Rice resides at Hartford, Coun., and that
Miss Huscn’s mother resides at Mcbile, Ala.

A PARADE AT WILKESBARRE.

Thousards of Men Were in Line—No
Disorder.

Wilkesbarie, Pa, Oect. 2.—Pres:dent
Mitchell and otlier ofiicers of the national
executive board of the United Mine Work-
evs arvived in this city shortly after 1
o'clock this afternoon. They were wel-
comed by an cnormous crowd. The city
was decorated for the parade in which
thowwands of strking mine workers
merched.

Prosident Mitchell, Mayor Nichols and
city councilmen occupied carriages at the
head of the procession, There were many
bands of. music in line. All the Jocal as-
semblies of the United Mine Workers
turned out in force.

Some of thi local unions marched many
miles together. The union men from Mec-
Adoo travelled 26 miles over the mountain,
lcaving home early this morning. The
men from Nanticoke, 12 miles away, also
walked to this city.

Many mottocs were carried in the parade
such as:

“Give us a fair day’s wages for a fair
day's work.”

“Powder must be reduced.”

“We are loyal to our union.”

After the big parade a big mass ment-
ing was held at West Side Park, wihich
was addressed by President Mitchell and
others.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., Oct. 2—The parade
and mass meeting of the striking miners
in this city today was the greatest jabor
demonstration ever held in Nor.. East-
ern Pennsylvania. The weather was favor-
able for a large turnout.

President Mitchell and party arrived
from Hazleton shortly after one o’clock
and were met at the depot by a large and
enthusiastic crowd. The visitors were
given a cheer and then driven to
their hotel.

The parade, headed by President Mitch-
ell and the officers of the National Execu-
tive Board, started a little after 2 o’clock
and it required an hour and twenty min-
utes to pass a given point. It is estima-
ted that there were fuly 15,000 men and
breaker boys in line. The great bulk of
the paraders was made up of stalwart
men. As.a rule they were well dressed
and some of them from their appearance
might he taken for a body of farmers.
The music was furnished by about 40
brass bands and drum cerps. Many ban-
ners and transparancies were carried by
the men. Among the most noticeable
were these: “We avant our dinner pails
filed with substantial food, not coal
barons’ taffy.” “We are fighting a cause
1hat is just and right.” “Stand by Presi-
dent Mitehell and the Union.” “Our
union must be recognized.” “We will no
Jonger be slaves.” “2240 pounds for a
ton.” “We want two weeks’ pay.”

President Mitchell reviewed the great
army of marchers on the river common.
Tle was generously applauded by the mem-
bers. -

Business was at a standstill in the city
all the afternocn. The superintendents
of the coal companies and their clerks
siewed the parade from their office build-
One coal man said it was a very
rediteble demonstration. It was after 4
o'cleck when the last of the marchers
swept past President Mitchell. Then he
and his colleagues were driven to West
Side Park, where the big mass meeting
was held. For several hours a crowd had
been gathering there and it was estimated
that 20,000 persons were massed in front
of the stand when the labor president
began' to speak. The reception he got
from the crowd was most enthusiastic.

7. D. Nicholls, president of District No
1, compris'ng the Lackawanna and Wyom
ing regions, was the chairman of the meet
ing. After, George Purell, of Indiana,
member of the National Executive Board,
and the Rev. P. J. Dunn, of Wilkesbarre,
had made short addresses Mr. Mitchell
was introduded. He said:

“Pellow workingmen: A man would in
deed be devoid of feeling if he were not
proud to have the opportunity to stand
before a multitude like this who are mak-
ing a fight for something which it believes
to be just. I am proud to know that you
command in.this ficht the respect of the
clergymen, that you have the sympathy
of the public and that the great American
press has said that your cause is a righte
ous one.

“The greatest strike in the history of
the world is drawing to a close. Already
the great coal carrying railways have in-
creased your wages 10 per cent. which i=
a great victory. True it is enough, it
does not satisfy us, but the time is not
far dis‘ant when the anthracite coal
miners will receive as much for their
labor as any other class of workmen in
the world.

“This strike shall not be declared off

"by me. It shall not be erded until a

convention of anthracite miners shall so
decide. Every union and every colliery
will be asked to send one or more dele-
gates to a convention to determine the
question for themselves.”

My. Mitchell then bricfly reviewed the
struggle of the miners during the past
forty years and said that the miners can-
not expeet to have all the evils which have
been heaped upon them during the last
half century of unorganized labor, right-
ed at once. He said he was confident
of victory in the cnd. He urged the
miners to stand together and asked that
no man return to the mines until the
victory is complete. The national presi-
dent was followed by Fred Dilcher of
Ohio, Benj. James of Pennsylvania, both
members of the executive board and
«\other” Mary Jones. After the meet-
ing President Mitchell was driven through
cheering crowds to his hotel, where he will
remain until 8 o’clock tomorrow morn:
ing when_ he will return to Hazleton.

President Mitchell’s address, so far as
outlining any future move on the part of
the laborers is concerned, was a disap-
pointment. He intimated strongly last

night that he would define the position

of the union today om the ten per cent
concession. His failure to do so has caus-
ed the impression to go out that he is still
undecided what should be dome.

It
has been prettily decorated for this occa-
sion by a tasteful arrangement of potted
plants. The first session was to have been
begun at 7.30 tonight, but as the special
train bearing the delegates expected to ar-
rive at 4.30, was over three hours late,
it did nct cpen until 8.30. A very large
congregation was present. The service
was conducted by the Rev. G. M. Hen-
ery, retiring moderator. The sermon was
preached from II. Cor., 10 and 4. He
spoke of Paul’s faith in the power of di-
vine truth. He was confident of success
through God. Life is a warfare; to suc-
ceed we must be warriors and poesess
couragz and eadurance and ever practice
self depial -and although our loyalty will
be tested, we must ever be true to the
Captain of our salvation.

Rev. Dr. Gordon read a paper on re-
ligious instruction in public schools as far
as in accordance with the school law.
This paper was also discussed by a large
number. It was then decided to hold the
next meeting of the Synod in St. Andrew’s
church, St. Jehn.

Rev. E. A. McCurdy and Rev. J. Forbes
as visitors from the Ladies’ College, report
most favorably on the manifestations of
progress.

Rev. J. Mec-
Millan also submitted an encouraging
report from the Ladies’ College.

The evening session was devoted to home
and foreign missions. Rev. Mr. Stewart
of Dartmouth, spoke of the marvellous
interest and remarkable progress of this
work.
