REMINISCENULS OF AN AMA-
TEUR ‘“““HOWMAN.,”

A Trip Along Easvern Nova Scotia
40 Years ago—‘‘Fiddler” with
His *‘ Greatest Show on Earth”

in 1860.—A Rucy, luter-
esting and Amusing
Recital.

In the fal! of the year 1860, being
in poor health, my physician advieed
me to take a month’s tramp alomg
the seashore as the best me¢ans of
restoring me to perfect health again.
I didn't bave any toc much money
in thoee day«, so I procuréd a very
good magic lantern with three boxes
of fine pictures, and started out, in-
tending to give a “‘thow” cach even
ing, charging a small admiscion fee,
and so ciear expenses.

My first day’s tramp was from
Musquodoboit Harbor to East Jed-
dore. 1 put up at the home of an old
friend of my father’s, ramed William
Myers, and made my debut as a
showman and lectmrer that same
evening, realizing a sufficient sum to
pay expenses for a week

Next morning I took a shot gun
and spent most of the day shooting
patridges between Jeddore | and
Smith’'s Mills. I spent the second
night at Jeddore, and next morning
started for Ship Harbor. I put up at
James Cowan’s and was go tired and
foot sore that I didn’t attempt to give
a show that night Next worning I
visited tbe Biakeney’s. Week’s, etc.,

A stranger was not a com-
mon sight in those days and I was
amused and half afraid when two or
three big girls would rush out of a
house aud stand staring at me, or
asking questions as I strolled alon
Many of them warted me to tell their
fortunes, :

However, I reached 8hoal Bay be-
fore nuvon, and had dinwer in what
was then called the ~helnutt House
where John Ross now lives  Afser
dinner I waiked as far as George
Ferguson’s, Tangler, in time to let
the people know that the * greatest
show on earth” would be given in
the large kitchen of Mr. Furguson’s
house that eve ing. OUne woman.
who was pre-ent that evening, toid
me long afterward, that when I°
darkened vhe room to give my show,
she tried to get out ihe window
thinking I inteuded to murder them.
Howevew, I hzd a good time in Tan
gier, The late William Amnderson
happened along that evening and
cheered me up quit= a bit, telling me
that there were better roads and
lots of people further East

Next morning I started for Pope’s
Harbor, The first home I entered
was that of Leonard Conrad. Mr.
Conrad was an old man then and is
still living ; he must be fully a hun
dred vears old now. From his house
I went to Lydia Bollong’s, widow of
thelate Jon Bollong, and knoozing at
the front door | was admitted by one
of the prettiest girls I ever saw, I
didn’t.expect to find anything so
Lbright and fair iu that, then rather
@?lata P:rb'g{ the shore, but soon
other girls, biaters of the one that
answered the door, came ianto the
room, aund I was head and ears in
love with them in less than five

minutes. They certainly were as
prett{ a family of girls as I ever saw
anywhere. :
