Wkhen the First Lord of the
aounced that the condition of the Navy waa not such
&3 he expected to find it, and that ships could
aacrcely be provided for the ordicary reliefs of ihe
service, the public mind naturally took alarm at the
prospect. There can be no doubt, indeed, about our
relaiive weakness ag & Naval Power at the present
moment, It is a result due in the main to that
oueration of events which deprived us on & sadden
of the benefit of ¢ar previoug accuru’ations. So long
ag wooden ships carrying 68-pounders represented
effective meu-of-war our resources were incomparably
greater than those of aoy other Power. We bsd beea
building so many of these ships through so msny
sears that our reserves were immense, and & mo-
derate yearly supply suiliced to keep them up. But
the introduction of ironclads renderad all this atock
comparsiively worthless, and reduced us, therefore,
at once to the level of those States which had no
stock at ail, We bad to begin anew with the for-
matioa of a national marine, and that is the chief
cause of our presant condition. It i3 not iu reality
a condition of interiority ; it is only not such &
conditivn of superiority a3 existed before. Itiaright
that the truth shounld be told without prejudice either
oné way orthe other. We nre atill probably the
gerougest muritime Pawer in Enrope ; but others
approach us far more closely that in former times,
and 8 combinatian against us would undoubtedly
fiad £e outaumbered.~ Times.

Among the passengers brought te Liverpool from
Canade on Tuesdey by the steamship Damascus were
three persons, named respectively, Messrs. E. J.

wae formerly Cashicr in tie Branch Bank of France
ot Poictiers, and is in cuatody on s chirge of com-
mitticg forgery upon the bank to the extent of 700,
000 frapcs, or about £28,000 in Eoglish money. —~
Lamirande’s career ginoe he gquitted France s few
months ago has been an evestlul ore. He was an-
gaged ag cashier in the bank up to the 131h of Maroh
last, He left France hastily, snd s charge of for-
gery was preferred against bim. It was discovered
shet ne had gone to Eogland. Imapectar Melin,
armed with the necessary papers, followed in pur-
suit. He traced the fugitive to differect places, and
gltimsately learned that he had sailed for New
York. Thither the officer went also, snd on ar-
riving in that city he found that Lamiraude
was staying at :he Metropolitan Hotel. With
the assistance of the American police the French
officer orre sted his msn on the charge of for-
gezy. Then followed a picce of lega:i dodgery,
which was no douby thought likely to lead to Lami-
rande’s liberation. American lawyers are consi-
dered the perfection or cuteness, and some fraternity
there, as in other couutries, are not over-scrupulous
in the means they adopt to accomplish their purpose.
The afaws of Lumirande appear to have fallen into
the hands of & gentleman whe considered the liberty
of his client of the first importance, and who seemed
to have made exertions to attain that end. With.
out the production of the warrant issued in Fraoce,
Lamirande's surrender couid not be demanded under
the . Extradition Truaty. The New York lawyer
