Judge Carroll, after Greenaway’s
testimony, said ‘I'd like to find
out what he doesn’t like about
American life which led him to
write a book about a lot of French
whores.”

Judge Carroll also asked if ‘the
repitition of six four-letter words
in one paragraph describing sex-
ual intercourse’’ was necessary for
literary effectiveness. ‘“‘Later, he
asked, ‘Does the book go beyond
the limits of candour defined by
contemproary standards?”

(In presenting the story, the
Pennsylvanian ran this headline:
‘Mcrality Battles Logic; Judge
Carroll Frolics as ‘Tropic’ Trial
Ends™.)

Bradley said the book ‘“‘could
not have been written without the
use of the vernacular,” and Green-
away said he did not think the
book passed the limits of can-
dour.
