REV. FATHER KIERNAN DEAD.
Collingwood Bulletin, OcL. 8, 1993,

It is with deep rogre! that the people of
Collingwood generally and the members of 8t
Mary's Catholic Church especially learned on
Saturday morning of the unexpected death of
Rev, Father Kiernan, P P. Al hough the
particulars as yer received are very meagre.
the intelligence comirg by cable, it is known
tha: the end came suddenly while he was vie
fting his sister in Manchester on Friday, the
day previous to bis gailing for home.

‘{hu decensed Father wus sincerely loved by
his flock and was highly respected by the whole
community. He was an extremely modest
man, shrinking from the lesst publicity. H»
was born in the County of Longford, Ireland,
in 1842, where he attended 1he local public
schools unt/1 his en‘rance into Longtold College
where he took up  his preliminary  class
sical  mtudies, Oa the completion of
his course in  thatl instituiifon  he
came to Conada and studicd  phil
osophby and theology in the Grand Scminary
at ginmraul. On March 19(h, 1878, he was
ordained in Toronto by the late archbishop
Lynch, and for a short {ime af er be asristed in
8i. Mary's Church on Bat hurst street, Toronto,
Later he was appointed Chaplain at the Re-
formatory for Boys al Penetang, where he re
mained for LwWo years, when in 1882 he was
appointed parish pricst to the unitey parishes
of Collingwood and ﬂm{nrr. succeeding 1tov.
P. J. Kiernan, There being no residence in
Collingwood he resided in Stayner, until 1846
when he came here and ghortly after moved
fnto the tine prmhymrj/ which was donated Lo
the church by Mr. J. J. Long. L

The twen!y-fifih anniver«ary of his ordina
tion occurred on March 19 1ast, bul owing to
his diftiience no public mention of iv was
made. His flock, however. Lock advantage of
their informution and on thal day made him

the recipient of a nendsome gum of money,
At the sumo time his fellow clergymen in the
archdiocese of Toran o prepar d 1o present him
with a testimonial expressing their respect nnd
esteem and kindly foelings towards him, but
he pleaded ill health and never gave them an
oppor! unity to make the presentation, How
ever, just before he left in May on his last (rip
to the Old Country their testimonial. which
wasaccompanied by 8 substantinl sum of gola,
was sent to him. The testimonial which
has mnot heretofore been made public ie
highly culogistic and gives expression
to the inward feeliegs of the lave Fathor's co-
workers, 1t reads as follows :*
Dear Father Kiernan *Amongst your host
of sincere and devoted friends, wo, your follow
ries 8. would claim the firsb place in express-
